To Whom It May Concern:

Berkeley Regis United Neighbors (BRUN), a re%l‘stered neighborhood organization whose boundaries are Federal
Bivd to the East, Sheridan Blvd, to the West, 38" Ave to the South and 52" Ave to the North, is writing in support
of Text Amendment Bundle #1. Specifically, we urge the passing of the following items that should have direct
impact on the quality of infill development in our commercial districts:

Article 3-9: Revise vehicle access for 3 or more side-by-side dwelling units in the Apartment, General and
Shopfront building forms across all contexts to require alley access with limited exceptions.

Article 3-7: Add design standards for doors within the zone of transparency on Shopfront building forms in the MS
zone districts to prevent solid, blank doors, thereby improving the quality of the pedestrian environment.
Strengthen existing requirements in all MS zone districts for street level active uses to better achieve the quality
pedestrian environment envisioned by the intent of these zone districts.

Article 5-7: Add a requirement in U-MX zone districts for street level active uses to better achieve the quality
pedestrian environment envisioned by the intent of these zone districts. Parking spaces and aisles, mini storage,
and warehouse uses are prohibited for 40% of the street level portion of the building meeting the build-to
requirement, except the wideth of a drive access.

In meetings with CPD over the last year, BRUN has communicated a strong preference to include a requirement
of a separate use other than residential in the Main Street and Mixed Use zones on Tennyson Street, and may
pursue that requirement further in an Overlay District effort.

The BRUN Board of Directors represents 128 members, and an email contact list of 415.
