The La Alma Lincoln Park has been a park space since the permanent settlements began 
being built around the park on Hunt’s Addition homestead in the 1870s. This area of open land 
remained a park through the decades and has been an important central focal point and 
gathering space for local residents.  
 
After his 1904 election, Mayor Robert Speer brought new energy to the idea of public park 
space and a gradual implementation of principles of Denver’s City Beautiful movement 
influenced Lincoln Park beginning in 1908. Construction started here on the City’s first outdoor 
heated pool (non- extant). Separate playgrounds were built for boys and girls, and dedicated 
by hundreds of children in 1909 and 1910. Also in 1910, a Mission style bathhouse was 
completed with indoor showers, toilets and 150 lockers. Later in the 20th Century, the Mission 
style of the bathhouse was a familiar and comforting architectural form to Latino residents. In 
the 1920s, the City invested $5,000 for more plantings and landscaping in Lincoln Park (DMF 



 

July-August 1930: 11). In 1926, the childcare facility known as Neighborhood House 
constructed a new building for their programs on the northeast corner of the Park. This building 
remains today.  The City continued its improvements to Lincoln Park during the Depression 
with staff initiating a robust outdoor sports program for neighborhood youth featuring 
swimming, diving, and baseball. An amphitheater was constructed south of the pool and 
bathhouse, a project of the Works Project Administration (WPA) in 1936. In 1939, a new pool 
was constructed that was reported to be the largest in the state. The Park was enhanced again 
in 1962 when a recreation center was built to provide year-round activities. That rec center was 
demolished for the current rec center that was constructed in the mid-1970s.   
 
The Park is foundational to community identity. The La Alma Lincoln Park was also an integral 
resource and refuge to the neighborhood, the people and the Chicano Movement during the 
1960s through the 1970s. This park was a meeting space for those involved with the West 
High Blowouts of 1969. Along with the park space itself, the Recreation Center building on the 
southern wall features an important Chicano Movement Mural from 1978, called La Alma 
designed by Denver’s leading Chicano Muralist of the 1960s, Emanuel Martinez. This mural 
was painted by Emanuel and the community for the community. More details on the park 
history and the mural history in the Landmark Designation nomination for the La Alma Lincoln 
Park historic cultural district.

7. General Architectural Description: 1 ½ story, 24,957 sqft., massive, steeply pitched 
hip roof symmetrical façade with 1½-story wings that flank the projecting gable-roofed 1 
story centered entry (north elevation).  The dark brown brick used in the raised foundation, 
all window sills, 1st story lintels and chimney cap contrasts with the light color of the stucco 
of the exterior walls.   
 
The main entrance is flanked by double, rectangular 6/6-light, double-hung wood sash 
windows. Concrete steps lead to main entry flanked by two sets of stuccoed piers with 
stone caps; 3’ piers with brick water table flank the steps and 5’ piers at landing.  The entry 
landing is also accessed from the east via a concrete ramp extending across the east half 
of the main façade, behind 3’ retaining wall with brick water table and stone caps and 4’ 
wrought iron railings.   Also flanking the main entrance are two gabled dormers, faced in 
shingles with paired 1/1-light, double-hung wood sash windows with brick sills. (See 
continuation for details of other elevations.) 
 
The rear elevation (south) of this main block has a 1 story projecting stucco bay with brick 
cap, a metal-framed glass entrance door with 4-light sidelights, flanked by 8x8-light wood 
casement windows.  Like the main entrance (north elevation), concrete steps lead to the 
rear entrance flanked by two sets of brick piers with stone caps: 2’ piers with brick water 
table flank the steps with large concrete flower pots atop stone caps and 3’ piers at 
landing.  The entry landing is also accessed from the southeast via a concrete ramp 
extending across the west elevation of the rear portion of the east wing and 4’ wrought iron 
railings. 
 
The east wing has a large projecting chimney on its south façade (facing W. 13th Avenue) 
rising above the peak of the ridgeline.  Flanking the chimney are 6/6-light, double-hung 
wood sash windows.  The east façade of this east wing (facing Mariposa Street) has two 
entries with half-light and wood paneled doors that are accessed via half-flight concrete 
steps with wrought iron railings.  To the north of the north entry are two tall, narrow, 6/6-
light double-hung wood sash windows and south of this entry is a single 4/4-light, double-
hung wood sash window.  The south of the southern entry are two 6/6-light double-hung 
wood sash windows sited in a wider-spaced configuration than the northern most windows 
on this east façade. 
 
Per B. Norgren 1980: Neighborhood House is designed in a style reflecting the English 
cottage influence. It is two stories high, built in a U plan, with the front facade at the bottom  



 

7. General Architectural Description (continued) - 1265 N Mariposa St.: 
of the U. The arms of the U are connected by the central portion containing the front 
entrance, main reception hall and a rear door leading out onto a raised open porch and a 
ground level paved courtyard within the center of the U. The principal materials are wood 
frame, brick and stucco.  
 
There are also two shed roofed dormers on the south side of the building. The south gable 
end, facing the street, has a large chimney projecting from the face of the exterior wall and 
rising above the peak of the gable. On each side of the chimney, at the first floor level, 
there are rectangular windows. There are also two similar first floor windows on the north 
gable face and a third window centrally placed on the second floor. Above this window 
there is Just a hint of vertical half-timbering in the peak of the gable. At the south east side 
of the building is a fenced playground. 
 
Neighborhood House Distinctive Features: Double, rectangular 6/6-light, double-hung 
wood sash windows, dark brown brick used in the raised foundation, all window sills, 
decorative chimney, shingles cladding on dormers

20: Historical background (Describe briefly history of property, important occupants, 
historic events, etc.): 
The land was initially owned by Alexander Cameron Hunt (4th Territorial Governor).  
Although the Denver Assessor Record indicates a construction date of 1981, the 
cornerstone for the Neighborhood House was laid on January 24, 1927. 
 
A.C. Hunt was Colorado’s 4th Territorial Governor who bought much of the land south of 
West Colfax Avenue to West 6th Avenue reaching from Santa Fe Drive west to Quivas 
Street, beginning in 1859.  Hunt was the U.S. Marshall for the Colorado Territory, 
appointed by Abraham Lincoln in 1862.  He was one of the incorporators of the Denver & 
Rio Grande Railroad in 1870.  Hunt had a distinguished career in Colorado over the 25 
years he lived here, until bankruptcy forced him to sell his property and move away in 
1885.  The land that was once his homestead became Lincoln Park in 1885. 
 
The northern portion of this block was subdivided into lots when Hunt’s Addition was 
created in 1874 (reaching south to the equivalent of lot 3 and later lot 6, of adjacent 
blocks).  Houses and saloons were constructed here and existed into the early 20th 
Century as seen on the 1905 Baist Map.   
 
In June 1902, the Plymouth Congregational Church of Denver convened a meeting of 
church representatives about establishing social work on the West Side supported by all 
the churches in the city with $5 annual subscriptions.  The house at 962 Santa Fe was 
rented as the first Neighborhood House, the fist Settlement House in Denver.  15 years 
earlier, religious leaders in Denver had founded the Charity Organization Society, the first 
United Way Society, which planned and coordinated local services and conducted a single 
fundraising campaign for 22 separate agencies.  In 1913, in Ohio, a program to allocate 
funds was developed that was called Community Chest.  This name was widely used for 
United Way organizations until the 1950s.  Neighborhood House had become one of the 
38 agencies to form the Community Chest in Denver. 
 
Within months of renting the first facility in 1902, activities outgrew this space and Gross 
Medical College at West 10th Avenue and Galapagos was rented.  The program continued 
to expand to include a day nursery, a reading room that served as a branch of the City 
Public Library, sewing and other industrial work, games and social activities.  In 1906, the 
City created an outdoor playground on Neighborhood House property and then acquired 
2½  blocks between Galapago and Cherry Creek to convert it into a park and recreation 
center, which became Sunken Gardens Park. 
 
By 1909, aggregate attendance was 926 with 9 classes and clubs for boys with only 5 
classes for girls.  A working mother could get childcare for the day and one “good hot 
meal” for 5¢.   A “friendly visiting” committee made calls to 100 of their neighbors.   



 

 
20: Historical background (continued) - 1265 N Mariposa St. 
Total annual day nursery attendance was 8,000, averaging 40 babies per day and 
employment was found for nearly 100 mothers.  The facility was open in the evening as 
well for use by young working women and young men.  Ten resident workers lived at 
Neighborhood House and anyone interested in social work was invited to move in, paying 
weekly board.  Neighborhood House was operated as part of the settlement house 
movement that emphasized social reform rather than personal problems as the proper 
focus of the charity. Funding for Neighborhood House came from the local community 
chest, a forerunner of the Denver-founded United Way system. 
 
In 1920, a recreation camp was established in Bailey to be open from July until mid-
September where children could attend for $2.50 per week; mothers could join their 
children for $5 per week with transportation supplied by the Denver and South Park 
Railroad.  With the City encroaching on the Galapago Street site, it was sold to Denver 
Public Schools for a playground in 1926 and plans were made to build a new day nursery 
on the northeast corner of Lincoln Park.  By then, City government had expanded their role 
in providing community services and the schools had taken over classes in home 
economics, hygiene and athletics.  The Neighborhood House’s function focused on 
attending to mothers and their babies. 
 
In 1926, Neighborhood House built a new facility.  In the spirit of conservation, bricks, 
rafters and flooring from the Medical College buildings were used to build the new nursery 
on the northwest corner of Lincoln Park, at Mariposa Street saving $15,000.  Source: 
Neighborhood House Association, submitted by Donna Sunken, ca. 1967 
 
Over the years the Neighborhood House has been used as a Mutual Aid Society 
(mutualistas) office, location of the Boys Club of Denver, housing for a Head Start 
program, Mile High Childcare Center, and more recently the location for Denver’s Bridge 
Project, an educational program to provide a path for youth in Denver’s public housing 
foster care to go on to college or vocation after high school.

Recessed entry on west elevation is the only opening and has glazed metal-frame 
door. Main entry on north elevation has horizontal row of metal framed fixed window on each story proceeding west from entry 
and a 2-1/2 -story, tiled rectangular tower sited east of this entry.  East elevation has three bays divided by buttresses that 
intersect with 4’ stuccoed wall surrounding two of the three bays; the outside two bays contain a one-story, projecting square 
bay with a red tile shed roof above which is a recessed band of horizontal row of metal-framed, fixed windows at roof line.  
Center bay of the east elevation is a sloped, 2-story tiled wall with two vertical rows of metal-framed, fixed opaque windows 
subdividing the sloped surface that, at the 1st-story height turns to become a vertical wall.

The former residence served as  the Auraria Community Center until relocated to its new facilty at 1212 Mariposa in late 1966.  
At this time the maternal & infant care center took over the first story space and became the Mariposa Health Clinic.  By 1973, 
the program had outgrown this facility and Denver Health (formerly Denver General Hospital) built this new center at 1020 W. 
12th Avenue. The clinic operated here for 30 years, until around 2007.  In 2012, the site was sold and the proceeds were used to 
finance a new clinic at 1339 S. Federal Boulevard (How The West Side Won, Phil Goodstein, 2015, page 231).

On February 19, 1877, 
he conveyed lots 21 and 22 to John Maxey.  In 1881, Nathaniel W. Sample purchased these lots and built his home addressed 
eventually as 1207 Lipan.  Mr. Sample was significant to Denver’s history as the General Superintendent of the Denver & Rio 
Grande railroad (DxRG).

By 1892, Sample was the general superintendent of 
the entire D&RG system, embracing more than 1,600 miles of standard and narrow gauge.   
 
On November 26, 1897, Christiana Pollock acquired this property.   The Pollock family lived in Sample’s house until the early 
1920s.   In 1911, this duplex was constructed on the western 43 feet of lots 21 and 22.  The first resident in unit 1115 appears to 
have been James J. Embury, foreman for DxRG.  The Embury family arrived on the West Side in 1879.   The first resident  in unit

1879 grantee records 
show these lots were transferred between William Merriman and Henry Cole, who owned numerous lots in Hunt’s Addition and 
may have boarded here in 1880.

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James R. Groves is listed in the 1873 city directory, living near the Denver Pacific Railroad Junction (near Wynkoop and 16th).  By 
1880, he was a machinist for the Denver & Rio Grande Railroad.  The 1880 Census listed Hattie Groves as the wife of James R. 
Groves who lived at 292 So. 10th (Lipan- now demolished), along with Rebecca M., Virgil P. and Rose Anna Groves. 
 
The 1880 City Directory  listed James R. Groves as residing at “11th, cor Pine” (Kalamath & W. 12th Avenue), which coincides with 
the lots that became addressed as 294 s 11th(now 1223 Kalamath) in 1881.

In 1893, the city directory lists Lorenzo D.Bell, an engineer, as the house’s occupant.  In 1910, members of the Tormey family 
acquired the lot, which remained under family ownership through 1938.  The residence was rented by Clarence and Nartha 
Richardson in 1924 and by Frieda Willmore, widow of Chester Willmore, beginning in 1929 through at least 1945.  It appears 
that after 1937 Mrs. Willmore married William Hoffman but, by 1940 she had been widowed again.  No listing for this residence 
was found either in 1963 or 1974.   
 
In 1998, Celina Benavidez was the owner at the time she represented north Denver in the Colorado House of Representatives.

Both she and her twin sister, Cecelia Garcia, worked for the Neighborhood Youth Corps, a program of Denver Opportunity, 
Denver’s effort on the 1960s War on Poverty.   Ms. Benavidez was the daughter-in-law of Waldo and Betty Benavidez who were 
instrumental on Denver’s West Side opposed to the creation of the Auraria Higher Education Center.  They established the 
Committee to Preserve the West Side that evolved into the West Side Coalition.  Ms. Benavidez worked for the Coalition along 
side Richard Castro and her twin sister, Cecelia Garcia.  As Secretary for the West Side Coalition, Ms. Benavidez helped create a 
campaign to combat the high infant mortality rate in the neighborhood due to strep throat.  Ms. Benavidez and Ms. Garcia went 
door-to-door asking parents to bring their children to the Mariposa Health Clinic to get a throat culture.  Those who did, 
received a coloring book featuring an imaginary Strep Throat Aztec god, designed by local artist John Flores, given both as a 
reward and as an expression of cultural affirmation.   The initiative proved very successful and soon the incidences of strep 
throat in the community were drastically reduced.

Later, Greenlee 
became President of the Interstate Trust Company, a banking establishment.  Greenlee also lived at 549 Elati, which was 
demolished when the playing fields at Baker Middle School were expanded. Greenlee lived in east side of Denver at the time of 
his death in January 1926. 
 
In 1901, Walter James McDonald was grantee on a transaction for lot 21, where he lived through 1931, with his wife, Mary.  Mr. 
McDonald was listed in 1915 as President of McDonald Stores located at 325 W. 13th Avenue.  By 1920, his grocery had moved 
to the rear of this lot (addressed as 1115 W. 11th Avenue).  In 1931, Lewis Garrett acquired the parcel.  In 1933,  Lewis and Elsie 
H. Garrett were listed as the resident owners.  Their parents (in-laws), Louis and Nellie Garrett had lived for many years at 1079 
Lipan, across 11th Avenue from the McDonald’s.  Between 1940 and 1948, Elsie Garrett operated the grocery after moving to 
Nellie’s house at 1079 Lipan.

The lot was initially owned by Alexander Cameron Hunt (4th Territorial Governor) beginning in the 1860s.   On October 2, 1876, 
Mary Kellogg (relation to Edwin H. Kellogg) was conveyed lots 35 and 36 of Block 18, Hunt’s Addition that is now addressed 1165 
Lipan.  No futher record of Mary Kellogg was located.  Edwin H. Kellogg may have arrived in Denver in 1859, perhaps with his 
sister and brother-in-law, Ellen Kellogg Hunt & AC Hunt, however, he is not included in the 59er’s list and no definitive record 
could be located of when he arrived in Denver.  He is first listed in city directories in 1866.  In 1868, Kellogg was a witness to the 
Ute Treaty signed by AC Hunt as Colorado’s 4th Territorial Governor.  This was a very important treaty for the Ute nation as it 
was the first to give land and water rights to an indigineous tribe.   
 
E.H. Kellogg’s profession was as a cartographer, civil engineer and surveyor.  In 1869, he was commissioned to survey the San 
Luis Valley for the U.S. government (RMN….) Kellogg is credited with mapping Denver, Arapahoe County in 1872 with J.B. 
Bonsall. The 1873 City Directory lists Kellogg’s residence as “Cheyenne avenue (later So. Ninth, now Mariposa), between Olive 
(now W. 13th Avenue and Deer (now W. 11th Avenue) West Denver.  Between 1875 & 1880, his residence is usually listed as 
“Pine, corner of 10th” (today this is W. 12th Avenue, corner of Lipan), the approximate location of today’s 1165 Lipan.  In 1877, 
Kellogg was elected Arapahoe County Surveyor (Smiley:540).  At this time his residence is listed as “Hunt’s Addition, southwest 
limits” along with Mrs. A.E. Kellogg (his and Ellen Hunt’s mother).  An 1878 Willetts Farm map, depicts only two residences 
south of Colfax  -- AC Hunt’s homestead, now Lincoln Park, and Kellogg’s, at the approximate location of 1165 Lipan.   
In 1882, Kellogg was serving as Denver’s City Engineer,when both the City Hall and the Arapahoe County Courthouse were 
under construction.  According to the 1887 City Directory, Kellogg is continued living at what is addressed as “1165 So. Tenth” 
(Lipan).  Denver Assessor records provide an 1886 date for the construction of this home.  The 1887 Robinson map depicts a 
dwelling at this address.  In the 1892 Ballenger City Directory E.H. Kellogg, still a civil engineer, is now living at 1261 Venice (now 
Emerson Street).

Waldo Benavidez, Betty’s second husband, was called the “conscience” of the West Side.  Waldo spearheaded the organization 
of the West Side Coalition, which at one time, served as an umbrella for 136 organizations serving the population living on the 
West Side.  The West Side Coalition, with the help of other organizations like the American GI Forum, the West Side 
Improvement Association and members of the West Side Action Council (a program of the War on Poverty), the neighbors 
worked to keep the Byers Branch Library open, keep pornographic theaters off Santa Fe, preventd the Greyhound Bus terminal 
from moving to West Colfax, resisted a City effort to convert 11th and 12th Avenues to one-way street couplet, spearheaded 
downzoning effort that (altho it failed, thwarted the redevelopment of this predominantly 19th Century single-family residences.  
Under Waldo’s leadership, student housing for the new Auraria Higher Education Center was prevented  from drifting south of 
West Colfax Avenue, Lincoln Park was cleaned up, West Side residents and other Chicanos began to be elected to the Colorado 
Legislature, and a parking permit system for West Denver residents living south of West Colfax Avenue was instituted that has 
remained in effect 45 years later.

The lot was initially owned by Alexander Cameron Hunt (4th Territorial Governor) beginning in the 1860s.  On February 
19, 1877, he conveyed lots 21 and 22 to John Maxey.  In 1881, Nathaniel W. Sample purchased these lots and built his 
home.  Denver Assessor records indicate a construction date of 1888 although a masonry dwelling is depicted on the 
1887 Robinson map and the 1881 City Directory indicates that Mr. Sample had moved to this property. 
 
Mr. Sample was General Superintendent of the Denver & Rio Grande railroad.  He was described as "a skillful mechanic 
and gallant soldier." He was born in Lancaster County, Pa., in 1843.  At the age of 16 he went to work for the Baldwin 
Locomotive works of Pennsylvania, where he gained the skills of a master railroad mechanic. He served as a Union 
soldier during the Civil War.  In 1871, he accepted the position of foreman of the Denver & Rio Grande (DxRG) machine 
shops, bringing with him the first three engines used by that railroad. He was employed in the original machine shops of 
the D&RG, and in 1876, he became Master Mechanic of D&RG’s railroad shops erected at Burnham. In 1880, he became 
superintendent of machinery. 
 
In 1881, Sample moved to a new home at “10th, nw cor Pine” and was elected to City Council in 1882, serving a two-year 
term.  Sample also served as the first President of the Burnham Library Association.  In 1885, Sample was elected to the 
School Board for District #2 along with his co-worker and former neighbor, James R. Groves.  Sample was also associated 
with the Burnham Church.  In 1888 he was appointed superintendent of the D&RGW and in 1890 superintendent of 
machinery of the DRGS.  In 1892 he was appointed general superintendent of the entire D&RG system, embracing more 
than 1,600 miles of standard and narrow gauge.  The 1893 city directory lists Sample still living at 1207 S. Tenth with 
Miss Florence E. Austin, who worked as a teacher at Central School, which was one block south of this residence.

Since its founding, the Emily Griffith Opportunity School has helped 1.5 million 
adults and young people of varying ages, races and incomes gain skills and education that improve their job prospects to find 
success in American society.  Griffith believed that the public school system should provide all residents with opportunities to 
learn and improve themselves (Denver Landmark nomination, March 31, 2016: 6).  The school has earned a national and 
international reputation for vocational and contining education. 
 
After Ms. Griffith arrived in Denver in 1894, she moved to the West Side and taught at Central School, near her home at 1247 
Lipan Street.  She later lived at 1162 Lipan Street, now demolished for Greenlee Elementary School.  She also taught at the 24th 
Street School, another school that served a working class and immigrant population.  Ms. Griffith began night classes to teach 
English to parents and children alike.  Despite having only an 8th grade education herself, in 1904 she was appointed Colorado’s 
Deputy Superintendent of Schools with an office in the State Capitol.  Later, her position as Colorado’s Deputy State 
Superintendent of Instruction put her in the position to direct how all Colorado students were taught. After Ms. Griffith retired, 
she moved from Denver.   
 
 In September 1920, Joseph Hasler acquired the lot and lived here with his wife Marguerite Hasler through 1948.  Mr. Hasler 
worked for the Denver Club.  A.K. Serumgard lived here between 1963 and 1974.

Historical Background:  
The home at 1042 Lipan is in the Hunt’s Addition subdivision, block 22, Lot 10. The assessor 
date is listed as 1890, but Sanborn maps do not show it in 1890 so it is possible it was built a 
year or two later. No building permit could be located, so we do not know the architect and 
could not identify the original owner with this level of research. Homes in adjacent lots were 
built in the 1890s and ranged about $2200-$2400 at the time. At the time of construction Lipan 
St. was known as S. 10th Street, and therefore the original address was 1042 S. 10th Street.  
In the early years the property was sold with lot 9 next door. Ownership can be traced back to 
1896 as follows: 
 



 

1042 N LIPAN ST Continued: 
Lots 9&10 Elizabeth and Henry Bowman purchased 5/14/1896 
 Based on census records and Henry’s will from 1908, the Bowmans were not married but 
brother and sister in-law. They were both from England. Henry (aka Harry) was a miner, and it 
appears that both lots 9 & 10 were valued at $1400 in his will to Elizabeth. Henry was born 
around 1842 and Elizabeth c. 1855. The 1900 census lists them both living at 1042 Lipan 
(then S. 10th St) and indicates that Elizabeth was widowed. Henry died in 1908 and Elizabeth 
married fellow Englishman Robert Brayton in 1911 in Denver.  
 
Lots 9&10 Robert Brayton inherited 3/31/1916 
Elizabeth Bowman Brayton’s died 1915 at her home at 1042 Lipan. She left the property to 
her husband Robert. It is unknown what his occupation was, but he likely didn’t reside in the 
residence after this, as census records and city directories show him living at 1533 Fillmore 
with his sister, also named Elizabeth Brayton. Robert died in 1925 and willed the house to 
Elizabeth Brayton (sister).  
 
Lots 9&10 Elizabeth Brayton inherited 5/14/1925 
Elizabeth continued living on Fillmore and rented the Lipan house out. During the 1920s the 
home was likely split into rented rooms, as several residents appear on city directories.

-Anne Genty, 1923 
-Minnie Hunsburer, 1928 
-Alf and Carrie Williams – late 1920s, and Grace Williams in 1929 who posted an advert for

Elizabeth Brayton died in 1936 and the two lots were sold to William Maxham on 1/28/1937 
but then split up and sold separately the same day.

Lot 10 Kenneth S. and Elaine M. Benson 12/28/1937 
The Bensons owned the home for 12 years and appeared to have resided there. The 1940 
census showed they lived there with their 8-year old daughter. Just a couple of years earlier in 
1935 they were living just a couple doors down at 1052 Lipan, although it is possible this is a 
typo in the city directory and the family had, in fact, been renting the 1042 Lipan before 
purchasing it.

Thomas F. Carroll, owner of 1059 Lipan in 1887, was born in Amboy, Illinois, and came to 
Denver as a young man. He was a member of the pioneer hook and ladder company 
from 1876-1881. He continued volunteering at the fire department, and for sixty years he 



 

was the treasurer of the Veteran Volunteer Firemen’s association. While living at 1059 
Lipan Carroll took a paid position in the City’s Public School system until 1924 when he 
retired. He died in his home in September 1934, and was buried in Riverside cemetery 
(Denver Post, Oct. 1, 1934). 

 

John and Helen Prieto bought the property from the United Housing Development 
Corporation in 1969. Prior to their purchase, the property also included the lot to the 
south. John was a veteran of WWII and purchased the house with his VHA loan. John 
and Helen’s daughter Cathy Prieto currently owns the house in 2021. Cathy and Helen 
were very active in the Chicano Movement through a variety of ways including protesting 
police brutality at the Denver Capitol. They also volunteered at the Auraria Community 
Center, helping with the day care and early education programs. Helen volunteered 
throughout the community translating for Hispanic community members that did not 
speak English in a variety of capacities. Cathy walked out during the West High Blowouts, 
and marched to Lincoln Park in March 1969. Cathy continued to support the Movement 
through her involvement in the Brown Berets, as well as marching in protests in Denver 
and L.A. with Caesar Chavez. Helen was a bi-lingual teacher at Baker elementary and 
worked as an LPN at the Little Sisters of the Poor. Cathy raised her family here as well, 
while working at Denver Health as a surgical technician.

Into the 1970s, the descendants of Alfonso Martinez continued to take leadership positions 
within the community. Paul Martinez’ brother, Lawrence, also grew up at 1378 Mariposa 
and later lived at 1324 Lipan with his wife, Ramona, a West High graduate. For six years 
they lived in half the duplex that was 1324-1326 Lipan (today it is likely 1322 Lipan).  

Lawrence helped start and served as the President of the Colorado Chapter of the Labor 
Council for Latin American Advancement (LCLAA) in 1972. LCLAA was formed to gain 
union recognition in the workplace for Chicanos and to advocate in Congress on issues 
effecting families. This grassroots organization works to secure job rights and protections 
and gives voice to improving justice and change in Latino communities. After Lawrence 
and his wife, Ramona, moved out of the West Side, Ramona was elected to Denver’s City 
Council. Eventually, she was appointed by President William Clinton to serve as an At-
large member of the Democratic National Committee where she served for 16 years on the 
Hispanic Caucus, two years as its President.

Architects Wenzel J. Janisch and J. Edwin Miller worked together for just a few years, but 
designed some of Denver's most notable buildings in the late 19th and early 20th century. 
Their work includes local landmark South Broadway Christian Church (5DV.730, 1890), 
the National Register-listed Tallmadge and Boyer Block (5DV.663), and the Ochiltree 
Block (5DV.2101.116), located in the National Register-listed Highland Park Historic 
District. Janisch was a native of Austria where he completed his schooling at the Academy 
of Architecture in Vienna. He immigrated to the United States in 1885, and practiced 
architecture in Chicago and Omaha before moving to Denver in 1889 and partnering with 
Miller, who he bought out in 1892.

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In 1954, it was purchased by Denver Housing Authority (DHA)  for use as the Auraria Community Center near the time the South 
Lincoln Park Homes were constructed.  Programs for parents and children living in the North and South Lincoln Park Homes 
were offered from this location in addition to the programs at the Lincoln Park Community Center formerly on the 1400 block of 
Navajo Street.  Auraria Community Center offered a variety of educational and recreational programs for residents. There were 
sewing classes, youth recreational activities, Saturday morning drop-in activities for youth, Mothers’ Morning Out program 
among others.  In 1963, the Community Organizing Project, was created as part of a 5-year grant from the National Institute of 
Mental Health.  One mission was to develop citizen participation,from this the Community Organizing Project established the 
West Side Improvement Association that served as the local neighborhood organization for a decade.  
 
In 1965, the War on Poverty was initiated and local programs for neighborhood residents began here. This building was also 
used for meetings by American GI Forum, La Sociedad Proteccion Mutua de Trabajadores Unidos  (SPMDTU), and the Mariposa 
Maternal & Infant Care Center, the forerunner to the Mariposa Health Clinic. 
 
The SPMDTU was founded in Antonito, Colorado in 1900 to protect Hispanic landowners and combat discrimination among 
Hispanics in Northern New Mexico and Colorado. The organization is a mutual aid society that is the oldest fraternal Hispanic 
organization in Colorado.  Although it is a fraternal organization, with women meeting separately, women’s participation has 
been crucial to the kind and amount of aid provided to needy families.  
 
In 1966 the Auraria Community Center built a new building for its services located immediately north, across W. 12th Avenue, at 
1212 Mariposa.  That site is now occupied by Denver City Inner Parish and the Broadway Assistance Center.  In 1967, 1178 
Mariposa’s facility began to be used as the Mariposa Health Center, a medical clinic serving thousands annually.  The clinic 
outgrew this space and moved in 1973 to a new facility in the 1000 block of W. 11th Avenue.  In 1999, the property was owned 
by Salvador & Consuela Delatorre, who were residents of Littleton Colorado at the time.

“My great grandparents, Ralph and Mary Yantorno lived in the Lincoln Park house at 1232 Mariposa st. from 
approximately 1918 to post WWII. By the mid 1950’s they had moved to the Valverde neighborhood. They raised five sons in 
the little corner house. They also had one daughter who died very young. Five of their six children were born while they lived on 
Mariposa Street. According the census some of their relatives also lived on the same block.  
 Ralph & Mary Yantorno were Italian immigrants from southern Italy. Their given names were Rafaelle Iantorno and 
Maria Rosario Calomino. Their names became anglicized in America. He arrived first in America. Like all immigrants he was 
looking for a better life. He made his way west to work on the railroad. He found work in Denver and lived in the “Bottoms”, an 
area near the Platte River close to the rail yards. He later returned to Italy married and fathered his oldest son, my grandfather. 
My grandfather was about 4 years old when he and his mother travelled alone to America to join him.  An incredible journey for 
a young women and her small son- neither spoke English. My grandfather became known as Frank Antonio. His given name was 
Emilio Francesco Iantorno, his parents called him Millie.

In the early 1880s, this 
residence was addressed as 271 S. 9th, which became 1264 S. 9th in 1887 and in the following year,  the address  converted to 
1266 s 9th (Mariposa), confirmed by the property’s lot number. 
 
The earliest resident found at this address was in 1883, although the Denver Assessor record indicates a construction date of 
1890.  The 1887 Robinson map depicts a wood dwelling on this lot, # 4.  David H. Leonard, a machinist, resided at 271 s 9th for 
only 1883.  The previous year, 1882, he had lived next door at 269 s. 9th (1268 Mariposa), in the house owned by John C. Ward.   
 
In 1884, William J. O’Hara moved here and stayed until 1887 when he moved to 1332 S. 11th (Kalamath-extant).  For one year 
Edgar F. Ballou, a car repairer, became this house’s occupant but moved up the street in 1888 to “1272 S. 9th”(demolished) and 
moved again the following year to 1278 Mariposa (a recently-constructed duplex).  In 1888, William Hind resided at 1266 s 9th.  
He was a cabinet maker for Halleck Lumber Co.  In April that year, Mr. Hind purchased the lots and eventually built 1135-1139 
Lipan (extant), where he moved in 1889. 
 
The 1893 city directory lists William J. Goetzen, a clerk, as 1266’s occupant but by 1894, he too, had moved away.  
 
Ownership of the property was conveyed in May 1902 to The Peniel Trust Association, which was listed as a religious 
organization by the Colorado Secretary of State.  Then, in April 1917, the property was conveyed to Theresa Smith and remained 
under her ownership throughout the 1940s.  In the 1924, this was the rented home of James W. Ownesworth.  Fred P. and 
Josephine L. Condrey rented here between 1928 and 1931.  Walter F. Gahan, an employee of Western Elaterite Roofing, rented 
here with his wife Josephine between 1940 and 1945.  No listing was found for 1963 but Elsie Ward resided here in 1974. 
 
Since 1993, Sherry Leal Lee has been the resident owner.

This is one of the 
oldest residences in the neighborhood although the Denver Assessor record indicates a construction date of 1890.  The 1880 
Census lists J.C. Ward living on S. Ninth with his wife Alice, and his son Frank. In 1881, John C. Ward’s address is listed as 269 S. 
Ninth (now 1268 Mariposa), while he was working as a machinest for the Colorado Iron Works.  
 
In 1882, the city directory  indicates that Ward was residing at “226 34th” while David H. Leonard was the resident here, at “269 
S. 9th” (now 1268 Mariposa).  The following year Mr. Leonard moved next door to 1266 Mariposa and John Ward returned to 
this residence where he and his family continued to live at least through 1893.   A masonry house is depicted on the 1887 
Robinson map on this lot.   
 
The city directories for 1924 through1940 list William & Mary Somerville as the resident owners.  In 1945, Edward J. and Sally C. 
Valdez rented this home.
