
In the Spirit of IMAGINE 2020, the Urban Arts Fund (UAF) is a graffiti prevention and youth development 
program which facilitates the creation of new murals in perpetually vandalized areas throughout the 
City and County of Denver. The UAF provides access to positive, creative experiences for youth and 

transforms dilapidated areas into well-tended and active community gathering spaces.

Denver Health/Methadone Clinic
The Opiate Addiction Treatment program at Denver 
Health provides opioid/narcotic replacement therapy 
utilizing Methadone and Suboxone for patients 
meeting specific criteria for admission. Methadone is 
an FDA-approved medication used to prevent 
withdrawal symptoms in people who are addicted to 
opiate drugs such as heroine, morphine, 
hydrocodone, oxycodone, and fentanyl.
