• The State Criminal Alien Assistance Program (SCAAP) is a program set up by the Bureau 

of Justice Assistance to partially refund correctional facilities for housing foreign born 

inmates who are convinced of a felony or two or more misdemeanors.  The federal 

government budgets a set amount for the program and that money is divided among those 

applying based on criteria including total population, payroll expenses, and the number of 

inmates meeting the requirements.  This year the Denver Sheriff Department’s portion of 

this award is $769,680.
