Way, the Encroachment Permit is revocable and DOTI can order the removal of the Encroachment and restoration of the
Encroachment Area for any reason the City feels relevant.

Permittee agrees to defend, indemnify, reimburse and hold harmless the City, its appointed and elected officials, agents
and employees for, from and against all liabilities, claims, judgments, suits or demands for damages to persons or property
arising out of, resulting from, or relating to an Encroachment Permit and the Encroachment (“Claims”). This indemnity shall
be interpreted in the broadest possible manner to indemnify City for any acts or omissions of Permittee or its subcontractors
either passive or active, irrespective of fault, including City’s negligence whether active or passive.

Permittee’s duty to defend and indemnify City shall arise at the time written notice of the Claim is first provided to City
regardless of whether claimant has filed suit on the Claim. Permittee’s duty to defend and indemnify City shall arise even if
City is the only party sued by claimant and/or claimant alleges that City’s negligence or willful misconduct was the sole
cause of claimant’'s damages.

Permittee will defend any and all Claims which may be brought or threatened against City and will pay on behalf of City any
expenses incurred by reason of such Claims including, but not limited to, court costs and attorney fees incurred in defending
and investigating such Claims or seeking to enforce this indemnity obligation. Such payments on behalf of City shall be in
addition to any other legal remedies available to City and shall not be considered City’s exclusive remedy.

Insurance coverage requirements specified in an Encroachment Permit shall in no way lessen or limit the liability of
Permittee under the terms of this indemnification obligation. Permittee shall obtain, at its own expense, any additional
insurance that it deems necessary for the City’s protection.

This defense and indemnification obligation shall survive the expiration or termination of any issued Encroachment Permit.
Permittee is fully responsible for all costs to install, maintain, repair, replace, remove, and restore the Encroachment Area,
including annual City Encroachment Permit Fees. A lien will be placed on the Permittee’s property for failure to remove a
revoked or abandoned Encroachment for cost incurred by CCD to remove the Encroachment and restore the Encroachment
Area on behalf of the Permittee.

I am writing to formally oppose the request for approval of a noncompliant wall structure built at 70 S. EIm Street, adjacent to my
property at 60 S. EIm Street. | have been a resident at this address since 2010, and | am deeply concerned about the impact this
unauthorized structure will have on our neighborhood and public right of way.

The wall in question was constructed without proper permits and in direct violation of the Denver Zoning Code, specifically the Gen-
eral Design Standards. It also encroaches on a public right of way, which | believe not only undermines the integrity of our commu-
nity but also sets a dangerous precedent for future construction in violation of established city codes. Despite being informed of
these violations, the owner, Mr. Andrew Czopek, proceeded with the construction of the wall without securing the required zoning or
building permits.

On May 27, 2025, | first observed the construction of the wall in the front yard of 70 S. EIm Street. | spoke with Mr. Czopek, who ex-
plained that he was building a 5-foot-high, solid stucco wall, about a foot thick, anchored with cemented posts. When | asked him
whether he had obtained the necessary permits, he assured me that no permits were required, claiming he had researched the is-
sue himself. | immediately informed him that this was incorrect and explained the height restrictions, opacity requirements, and right
of way considerations that applied to such a structure. However, Mr. Czopek chose to ignore my concerns and continued the con-
struction.

The following morning, on May 28, 2025, | contacted the Denver Community Planning and Development (CPD) Department and
submitted a General Inquiry Form, requesting clarification on the permitting requirements. | received a response from the Residential
Permits Division, which confirmed that the wall required a permit. | was advised to file a report with the Denver Zoning and Neigh-
borhood Inspections team to address the work without a permit. Subsequently, | was informed that there was already an active com-
plaint on file for this construction (Case #2024-ZNIS-005365), which was being reviewed by CPD staff.

Inspector Keegan Meager visited the site while the wall was still under construction and discussed the matter with Mr. Czopek. De-
spite being aware of the noncompliance, Mr. Czopek proceeded with construction, resulting in a structure that flagrantly violates the
Denver Zoning Code and encroaches upon public property. The wall, with its cement anchors, is an eyesore and disrupts the aes-
thetic harmony of our neighborhood. It is inconsistent with the architectural integrity of our community, and its presence in a public
right of way poses potential safety concerns.

As a long-time resident and property owner, | strongly oppose the approval of this noncompliant structure. Allowing this wall to re-
main in place would send a message that zoning laws can be disregarded without consequence, which is not acceptable. The pro-
posal to permit this structure should be DENIED, and | urge the City to uphold the integrity of our zoning laws and community stan-
dards.

Thank you for your attention to this matter. | am confident that the City will take appropriate action to address this violation and en-
sure that such structures do not continue to encroach upon public property or violate zoning codes.

| want to be very clear that | continue to object to the wall constructed at 70 S. EIm Street, and nothing has occurred that
resolves or diminishes the concerns | expressed in my formal objection letter submitted earlier this year. For reference, that
letter outlined in detail the circumstances surrounding the construction of the wall, the lack of permitting, the violations of the
Denver Zoning Code, and the encroachment onto public right-of-way.

My position remains rooted in several foundational issues that | believe are essential to upholding the integrity of our neigh-
borhood and the City’s standards:

The wall is unequivocally non-compliant with City code.

As documented in my original letter, the structure violates the Denver Zoning Code’s General Design Standards and was
constructed without the required approvals. The wall's height, opacity, placement, and encroachment into the public right-of-
way all fall outside what is permitted. These standards exist to maintain consistent, safe, and predictable neighborhood aes-
thetics. Allowing a structure that is plainly non-conforming sets a troubling precedent for future violations.

The process leading to this wall’s construction was knowingly improper.

When | observed the wall under construction, | personally notified the property owner that the structure appeared to violate
code and advised him to confirm requirements with the City. He told me that no permit was needed, despite my expressing the
opposite. Out of caution, | contacted Denver Community Planning & Development myself and submitted a General Inquiry
Form, after which CPD confirmed that the wall did indeed require a permit and that a complaint already existed on file. De-
spite this, construction continued, and the wall was completed knowingly outside of code and without the required review or
approvals.

Aesthetics, neighborhood character, and precedent matter.

This wall is immediately adjacent to my property and is not consistent with the architectural and visual standards of our neigh-
borhood. As | explained in my initial letter, it is out of place, visually heavy, and disruptive to the streetscape. These concerns
are not about personal preference—they are about the standards that guide all of us as residents and protect the neighbor-
hood’s integrity.

This is not personal, but it is important.

| want to emphasize that | do not wish to be in conflict with my neighbors. This is not adversarial at all. My objection is based
solely on the facts, the code, the process, and the implications of allowing construction first and seeking forgiveness later. If
structures built without permits and in violation of code are later approved, it undermines both neighborhood cohesion and the
City's regulatory framework.

For these reasons, | respectfully request that my objection remain formally on record, and that the City Council and all review-
ing departments consider the full chronology, the documented code violations, and the potential precedent this case would set.

Please let me know if you require any further information from me or if additional documentation would be helpful as this per-

mit moves through the approval process.

Association, and judgment upon the award rendered by the arbitrator(s) may be entered in any court having jurisdiction
thereof.

COMMITMENT TO ISSUE POLICY

Subject to the Notice; Schedule B, Part —Requirements; Schedule B, Part Il—Exceptions; and the Commitment Conditions, Old Republic National Title Insurance
Company, a Minnesota corporation (the “Company”), commits to issue the Policy according to the terms and provisions of this Commitment. This Commitment is
effective as of the Commitment Date shown in Schedule A for each Policy described in Schedule A, only when the Company has entered in Schedule A both the
specified dollar amount as the Proposed Policy Amount and the name of the Proposed Insured. If all of the Schedule B, Part I—Requirements have not been met
within 6 months after the Commitment Date, this Commitment terminates and the Company’s liability and obligation end.

COMMITMENT CONDITIONS

1. DEFINITIONS

(a)“Knowledge” or “Known”: Actual or imputed knowledge, but not constructive notice imparted by the Public Records.

(b)“Land”: The land described in Schedule A and affixed improvements that by law constitute real property. The term “Land” does not include any
property beyond the lines of the area described in Schedule A, nor any right, title, interest, estate, or easement in abutting streets, roads, avenues,
alleys, lanes, ways, or waterways, but this does not modify or limit the extent that a right of access to and from the Land is to be insured by the Policy.

(c)“Mortgage”: A mortgage, deed of trust, or other security instrument, including one evidenced by electronic means authorized by law.

(d) “Policy”: Each contract of title insurance, in a form adopted by the American Land Title Association, issued or to be issued by the Company
pursuant to this Commitment.

(e) “Proposed Insured”: Each person identified in Schedule A as the Proposed Insured of each Policy to be issued pursuant to this Commitment.

(f) “Proposed Policy Amount”: Each dollar amount specified in Schedule A as the Proposed Policy Amount of each Policy to be issued pursuant to this
Commitment.

(g)“Public Records”: Records established under state statutes at the Commitment Date for the purpose of imparting constructive notice of matters
relating to real property to purchasers for value and without Knowledge.

(h)“Title”: The estate or interest described in Schedule A.

2. If all of the Schedule B, Part —Requirements have not been met within the time period specified in the Commitment to Issue Policy, Commitment terminates
and the Company'’s liability and obligation end.

3. The Company’s liability and obligation is limited by and this Commitment is not valid without:
a)the Notice;

b)the Commitment to Issue Policy;

c)the Commitment Conditions;

d)Schedule A;

e)Schedule B, Part —Requirements; and

f) Schedule B, Part [I—Exceptions; and

g)a counter-signature by the Company or its issuing agent that may be in electronic form.
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4. COMPANY’S RIGHT TO AMEND

The Company may amend this Commitment at any time. If the Company amends this Commitment to add a defect, lien, encumbrance, adverse claim, or
other matter recorded in the Public Records prior to the Commitment Date, any liability of the Company is limited by Commitment Condition 5. The
Company shall not be liable for any other amendment to this Commitment.
5. LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY
(a)The Company’s liability under Commitment Condition 4 is limited to the Proposed Insured’s actual expense incurred in the interval between the
Company’s delivery to the Proposed Insured of the Commitment and the delivery of the amended Commitment, resulting from the Proposed
Insured’s good faith reliance to:
i. comply with the Schedule B, Part I —Requirements;
ii. eliminate, with the Company’s written consent, any Schedule B, Part [l—Exceptions; or
iii. acquire the Title or create the Mortgage covered by this Commitment.
(b)The Company shall not be liable under Commitment Condition 5(a) if the Proposed Insured requested the amendment or had Knowledge of the
matter and did not notify the Company about it in writing.
(c) The Company will only have liability under Commitment Condition 4 if the Proposed Insured would not have incurred the expense had the
Commitment included the added matter when the Commitment was first delivered to the Proposed Insured.
(d)The Company’s liability shall not exceed the lesser of the Proposed Insured’s actual expense incurred in good faith and described in Commitment

(b)Any claim must be based in contract and must be restricted solely to the terms and provisions of this Commitment.
(c) Until the Policy is issued, this Commitment, as last revised, is the exclusive and entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject
matter of this Commitment and supersedes all prior commitment negotiations, representations, and proposals of any kind, whether written or oral,
express or implied, relating to the subject matter of this Commitment.




(d)The deletion or modification of any Schedule B, Part Il—Exception does not constitute an agreement or obligation to provide coverage beyond the

terms and provisions of this Commitment or the Policy.
(e)Any amendment or endorsement to this Commitment must be in writing and authenticated by a person authorized by the Company.
(f) When the Policy is issued, all liability and obligation under this Commitment will end and the Company’s only liability will be under the Policy.

7. IF THIS COMMITMENT HAS BEEN ISSUED BY AN ISSUING AGENT

The issuing agent is the Company’s agent only for the limited purpose of issuing title insurance commitments and policies. The issuing agent is not the
Company'’s agent for the purpose of providing closing or settlement services.
8. PRO-FORMA POLICY

The Company may provide, at the request of a Proposed Insured, a pro-forma policy illustrating the coverage that the Company may provide. A pro-forma
policy neither reflects the status of Title at the time that the pro-forma policy is delivered to a Proposed Insured, nor is it a commitment to insure.
9. ARBITRATION

The Policy contains an arbitration clause. All arbitrable matters when the Proposed Policy Amount is $2,000,000 or less shall be arbitrated at the option of
either the Company or the Proposed Insured as the exclusive remedy of the parties. A Proposed Insured may review a copy of the arbitration rules at
