	HOST is partnering with Denver Human Services (DHS) IDDEAS Mill Levy Program to support vulnerable Denver residents with intellectual and developmental disabilities (I/DD) experiencing housing insecurity and homelessness. With the exchange of expertise and resources, this partnership will elevate access to safe, stable housing wrapped with individualized, short- to medium-term support services.  The community served through this scope of work are people and families experiencing homelessness living with intellectual and developmental disabilities or developmental delays. Eligible households are described and defined in D.R.M.C. Sec 53-550 and the DHS Rules Governing the Implementation of the IDDEAS Program. This program aims to support all eligible households with Rapid Rehousing (RRH) support through case management, housing search and placement, and short- to medium-term rental assistance. The RRH program aims to utilize Critical Time Intervention (CTI) within the case management services to increase housing stability and connect I/DD households to individualized resources and benefits for lasting housing stabilization. HOST will direct housing resources for the I/DD population through two pathways of support: Stability Navigation and Rapid Rehousing (RRH).

Scope of work: 

Stability Navigation 
A. Rapid Rehousing 
1. RRH is defined as a supportive housing intervention designed to help individuals and families quickly exit literal homelessness and secure permanent housing.  
2. All RRH program referrals will be determined by the Stability Navigation program. A subset of households within the stability navigation program, who are experiencing homelessness and have unique barriers to housing permanency, will be identified for further support in the form of RRH. 
3. Jewish Family Service of Colorado (JFS) RRH is required to follow best practices as published by National Alliance to End Homelessness (NAEH) Home - National Alliance to End Homelessness. 
4. JFS’s mission is to utilize the RRH model to transition eligible participants into suitable housing at or below 110% Fair Market Rent (FMR) within the City and County of Denver and aiding in long-term ongoing housing stability.  The Contractor will conduct the following: 
A. Housing Search and Placement (in accompaniment with the client participant) activities include, but are not limited to:  
a. Assistance with obtaining vital documents required for applications and the lease. 
b. Obtaining housing 
c. Understanding leases by attending a signing with the participant and landlord to answer any questions or provide clarity as needed. 
d. Explaining tenant rights 
e. Explaining tenant obligations 
f. Identifying housing opportunities that fit client needs and resources and schedule apartment tours before applying. 
g. Maintain strong landlord partnerships and create new ones. 
h. Tenant/landlord mediation to address concerns jeopardizing a tenant’s housing. 
i. Transportation to and from any appointments. 
B. Move-in assistance and rental assistance: 
a. Short- to-medium term rental assistance for monthly rent, housing application fees, utilities, deposits and moving expenses.  
b. Provide clients with necessary financial assistance for move in items such as furniture, cleaning supplies, kitchen items, and other items to outfit the apartment and ongoing materials that directly increase client head of household’s future housing stability. 
C. Case Management: Help participants obtain and retain permanent housing; support participants to stabilize in housing; connect them to community and mainstream services and supports that can help participants to build community and achieve long-term housing stability; and successfully exit households from the program in as short a time as necessary. Case Management will also provide support with referrals or applications, per client choice to: 
a. I/DD Supports and Services (i.e., Home and Community Based Services Long-term Care Medicaid Waivers) 
b. Mental health care 
c. Physical health care 
d. Transportation 
e. Food bank resources 
f. Income and employment 
g. Community connection 
h. Identify an exit plan and work with clients to outline goals and action steps necessary for client to successfully transition from program at end of rental assistance, resolve conflicts and address concerns with landlords and clients to maintain positive relationships and prevent housing instability. Benefits acquisition: 
i. Applying and enrolling in eligible cash and non-cash benefits 
j. Financial literacy 
k. Obtaining and/or increasing income from employment 
l. Referrals to employment skills training.
