Section 2. The payments made by the United States of America to the City pursuant to and
under the Grant Agreement shall be deposited into the Treasury of the City and credited to
Community Development Special Revenue Fund Series (Accounting No. 16000), which is set forth
and described in Section 20-18 of the Revised Municipal Code of the City and County of Denver.

Section 3. That it be and is hereby found and determined that the budget summary of said

program, to be expended by the Executive Director of the Department of Housing Stability, is as

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of nonprofit housing providers; strengthen the ability of state and local governments to provide
housing and leverage private sector participation.
Expenditures are authorized for the period of January 29, 2026 to September 30, 2034 and apply to
fiscal years 2025 through 2033.

The Chief Financial Officer of the City and County of Denver is hereby authorized
and directed to make such book and record entries and to do such other things as may be necessary

to accomplish the purposes of this Resolution.
