I. OBJECTIVES, NEED FOR ASSISTANCE AND GEOGRAPHIC AREA

The data trends identified in Clayton Educare Head Start’'s 2008 full application continue to
apply as evidenced by the following updated program information. This information describes
the 229 children enrolled in Clayton Educare Head Start during the 2008-2009 program year
and their 217 families.
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The raciallethnic composition of children enrolled in the program continues to shift to
include a greater percentage of Latinos. The composition of children served in 2008~
2009 was 56% Latino, 30% Black/African American, 9% Bi/Multi-Racial, and 5% White,
Asian or Other.

Nearly half (48%) of children enrolled lived in a home where Spanish was the primary
language. Another 3% lived in a home where a language other than English was the
primary language.

14% of children enrolled in Clayton Educare Head Start during 2008-2009 were
determined to have a disability; 20 children were diagnosed prior to enrollment and 13
during the enroliment year. Of children currently enrolled in the program, 16% receive
special education services.

Of the children enrolled, a little over half (53%) lived in two-parent families; 47% lived in
single parent families.

In the majority (84%) of two-parent families, only one parent was employed. In enrolled
single-parent families, 44% of the parents were employed, and 56% were not working.
The highest level of education obtained by 31% of the enrolled children’s
parents/guardians was less than high school graduate. Another 36% of
parents/guardians had obtained the level of high school diploma or GED.

7% of enrolled families (16 families) were homeless.

Only 3% of the families enrolled were over-income.

The family support services accessed most frequently by enrolled families were

Job training — 74 families

Parent education — 72 families

Emergency/Crisis Assistance — 69 families

Health education — 24 families

Adult education — 20 families

Housing Assistance — 13 families

ESL training — 13 families

Mental health services — 6 families

Child support assistance — 5 families
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Looking at both city-wide and program-level data trends, it is apparent that
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Economic conditions, rising unemployment and foreclosures leading to an increase in
the number of families in poverty, will drive increased demand for Head Start programs
and services.

Significant disparities exist among income and ethnic groups in access to support
services, including health care. Head Start needs to continue to be a community
resource to bridge these gaps.
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e A significant percentage of Head Start children come from culturally and linguistically
different families. Head Start needs to continue providing culturally competent
programming.

e Head Start will play a critical role in improving health insurance and medical access for
families.

e Parents/guardians will need assistance with opportunities for GED, ESL, and job training
services.

e Families will need resources about programs that support low-wage earners in
addressing issues related to housing, food, child care subsidies, and health insurance.

The three-year (full) grant application filed by Clayton Educare Head Start in 2008 set out a
specific service and recruitment area based on community needs. None of the data generated
through the 2009 Community Assessment Update or the most recent program self-assessment
point to the need to alter the service or recruitment area defined in that application.

. PROGRAM OPTIONS

Clayton Educare Head Start proposes to serve 230 children in the 2010-11 program year, of
which 32 are funded through Head Start expansion. Children and families will be served in four
program options, as set out below. Extended day children will also have the opportunity to
receive additional summer programming in the Summer Thinkers program, which is funded by
Early Reading First (ERF), Denver Preschool Program (DPP), and the Colorado Child Care
Assistance Program (CCCAP).

Through a competitive application process conducted in 2009, Clayton Educare was awarded
32 expansion slots. Effective November 1, 2009, 16 children and families began receiving
comprehensive Head Start services in an additional part-day option and 16 in a newly created
6.25 hour full-day option.

s ABC's of Parenting classes in
English and Spanish were heid
onsite for six weeks. Parents
learned about children’s
developmental stages,
developing personal power for
children, developing empathy,
and rewards and punishment.
The class also focused on the
participants’ social/emotional
health to promote appropriate
management of stress and
reduce physical punishment,
yelling or humiliating children.
Childcare, transportation and a
nutritious meal were offered to
eliminate possible barriers to
attendance.

Clayton staff and parents
continued to participate in a
research project funded by the
Bill and Melinda Gates
Foundation that explored the
support and resources mothers
need to eliminate barriers to
achieving post secondary
education. An intervention
program to respond to these
barriers is in development.

15 parents were supported in
obtaining their GED/High diploma
through Family Partnership
Agreements that identified
educational goals for parents.

In response to data family
evaluation data that almost 40%
of families had run out of food in
the last 12 months, the program
is redesigning its food bank
through collaboration with Food
Bank of the Rockies. A new,
more convenient space has been
made available by Clayton;
corporate and personal sponsors
have equipped the space and
provided food and personal care
supplies; and the ongoing
management of the food bank
has been incorporated into the
work of the Weliness Committee.
The weekly hour-long parent
Zumba physical activity group
continued. Participating parents
reported that Zumba contributes
to their overall fithess level,
decreases stress, and helps them
build relationships with other
families and staff.

Clayton Educare families
participated in Share Our
Strength Operation Frontline’s
cooking and nutrition classes.
This six-week course occurred
one day a week for two hours.
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Participants identified changes in
eating, cooking, and grocery
shopping habits that support the
preparation of foods that are
tasty, healthy, and low cost.
Food was prepared and shared af
each class. Participants took
home a bag of the groceries
needed to create the same meal
for their family. Two classes have
been completed with twelve
participants in each class. Two
more classes are scheduled
before the year end.

Clayton Early Learning opened
an employee fitness center that
includes a treadmill, elliptical
machine, and cardio workout,
weight/resistance training,
stretching, and relaxation rooms.
The center is open from 6:00am
to 7:30pm each day.

CFEs and teachers received
ongoing social emotional training
that enhanced their knowledge and
provided tools to develop their
skills about the social emotional
needs of young children.

A social/emotional training strand
called Social/Emotional Health in
the Workplace provided a forum
for staff to learn strategies for
strengthening relationships with
families and co-workers. The
strand focuses on developing
skills related to ongoing self
reflection, conducting “crucial
conversations”, and increasing
empathy and understanding of
others’ personalities and work-
styles. It emphasizes the critical
role of culture in day-to-day
interactions. This training strand
offered staff a supportive setting
for sharing concerns and ideas,
and a network of peers to coach
them through challenging
situations.

The Cultural Competency
Workgroup grew in size and
representation, now comprising a
diverse group of 15 dedicated
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staff from all levels of the
organization and two parents.
The group supports Clayton's
efforts to meet its cultural
competency outcomes by
developing and implementing a
Cultural Competency
Development Plan designed to
motivate staff to engage in
cultural competency activities.
The workgroup has contributed to
a shift in organizational culture
that supports honest and
courageous conversations when
workplace conflict occurs.
Center-based coordinators
completed intensive training on
Skilled Dialogue.

Staff participated in early
intervention training to promote
access and equity of disability and
mental health services to children,
to increase staff understanding of
the referral process and
developmental and mental health
services, and to build staff capacity
to support children’s developmental
and social/emotional needs.

Staff completed a social emotional
training strand, Promoting
Healthy Social Emotional
Relationships in the Classroom,
focused on tools to support social
emotional development for young
children. Topics included building
strong positive relationships, self
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regulation, social emotional
teaching strategies and ways to
design responsive/supportive
environments.

With grant funding, the program
installed two SMART boards that
provide staff, children and
families access to interactive
SMART technologies and
training. One new SMART table
was piloted in a classroom
setting. The SMART boards are
wired for sound and are touch-
sensitive. They allow users to
manipulate data, take notes, and
give presentations using either
their hands or electronic writing
devices. The screen-capture
feature enables screen shots (for
example, notes taken during a
meeting) to be stored and saved.
Presentations made with the
boards are more dynamic and
therefore more engaging,
especially to visual or kinesthetic
learners.
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e In response to the increased use
of technology by education staff,
each classroom received a new
laptop. Providing two computers
per room improved staff access
to technology for assessments,
screenings, and classroom
planning. Moreover, it ensured a
computing environment that is
powerful enough to
accommodate the new tools that
have been added to the teachers
toolbox through Creative
Curriculum, Reale Books, DECA,
and SMART technology.

e This year the Technology Team
pioneered the use of Survey
Monkey, an online survey engine,
to conduct a survey of users’
technology needs. The benefits of
online surveys include maximized
efficiency and accuracy in tallying
results, a reduction in paper use,
and ease of response by users.
This approach supports
participation in surveys, and also
increases user comfort with
streamlined methods of data
collection that are less reliant on
paper and hard copies.

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B. Other Results and Benefits
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Clayton Educare received one of two Center of Excellence nominations from Colorado
Governor Bill Ritter, Jr. This nomination entitles the program to apply to the Office of
Head Start for designation as one of 10 National Centers of Excelience.

The Office of Head Start conducted its triennial Federal Site Review in fall 2009. No
areas of non-compliance were reported on the Clayton Educare program.

HIPPY USA conducted site visits in both January 2009 and 2010. Findings were
strongly positive, noting the effectiveness and professionalism of program staff and the
quality of the home visits. The integration of the HIPPY curriculum with Head Start was
cited as a strength of the program.

The program’s annual Risk Management meeting with the Regional Office resulted in no
action plan.

The Clayton Educare program has remained fully enrolled throughout the 2009-2010
school year.

Clayton became a Certified Application Assistance Site to verify identification and
citizenship documentation, beginning June 1, 2009 for a period of two years. This
certification enables staff to assist families in completing the Colorado Public Health

Insurance for Families application, thereby enabling families to apply for Medicaid and
CHP+ programs onsite.

Clayton Educare is in its third year of a three-year national implementation study to
document the features of Educare and how implementation of the model contributes to
program quality and links to child and family outcomes. The evaluation is led by a
national evaluator at the Frank Porter Graham Child Development Institute at the
University of North Carolina-Chapel Hill. Local evaluators and program directors from
each Educare site are partners in decision-making about the evaluation design. A
technical work group of experts provides advice. The study measures the following
domains: core features of the model; Bounce Learning Network assistance with
implementing the model; key unique local features and community conditions; dosage,
intensity, content, and quality of child and family services; child and family status at
baseline; and progress over time. Early findings indicate that children who begin the
Educare program earlier in life score better on measures of school readiness, with those
kindergarten-bound children who joined Educare between birth and 2 years-old
exceeding the national average by 9 points. This pattern persists even after controlling
for risk factors such as maternal education, race and teen parent status.

Health outcomes for Clayton Educare families as of November 2009 indicate that 95% of
families have medical insurance, 100% of families have a medical home, and 96% of
children have completed hearing and vision screenings.

In June of 2009 Clayton Educare partnered with the Visiting Nurses Association to
provide lead testing for all children who had not been tested on site. Approximately 80
children were tested and all results indicated the child’s lead level was far below any
level of concern.

Clayton Educare entered into a contract with the University of Colorado Denver for their
Smoking Cessation Navigation for Low Income Parents: A Pilot Study project. This pilot
study is an innovative intervention to overcome psychosocial and practical barriers that
keep low-income smokers from using proven smoking cessation treatments such as
nicotine replacement therapy (NRT) and telephone coaching support. The long-term
research question addressed is whether smoking cessation navigation cost-effectively
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increases quit attempts and initiation and completion of treatment using NRT and quit
line coaching.

The program hired a second Lead CFE for the home-based option to help provide
reflective supervision, training, and evaluation to CFEs. The Lead CFEs are piloting the
integration of 0-5 services by providing home visits to families with EHS and HS/HIPPY
children.

The home-based staff moved into an additional building on campus to free up additional
classroom space to serve expansion slots. The building features individual socialization
classrooms for EHS and HS.

Of the program’s 67 staff, only five were replaced since the last PIR. The Clayton
Educare Head Start program engages 247 volunteers, 102 of whom are current or
former HS parents.

Technology Enhancements

In 2009, Clayton Early Learning launched its redesigned website. The site offers more
information about Clayton programs, a more intuitive interface and greater ease of
navigation. These improvements enhanced the program’s capacity to provide up-to-date
information on program options as well as its educational approach and philosophy.
Prospective families using the website have access to a more thorough overview of the
program and can complete an online pre-application form. The website also provides a
convenient way for parents and community members to contact staff via e-mail with
questions about the program, its options, or their eligibility. In addition, the site provides
information on open staff positions and an online application.

The program upgraded many of its existing desktop computers with additional memory,
combating computer slowdown that can be frustrating for staff, and extends the useful
life of the machines.

Additional printers were added to each wing of the building. The location nearer the
classrooms makes it more convenient for teachers and Child Family Educators to pick
up print jobs. In addition there are more printing options for users in the event that one
printer is not working or is down for maintenance. Individual user codes allow the
program to track copier/printer use.

The Information Technology Team worked to address issues with wireless connectivity
in the building. Initially, there were numerous “dead spots” and connectivity was
inconsistent. Currently, the frequency of interruptions has greatly decreased and dead
spots eliminated in vital areas of the building. Users now enjoy increased mobility and
the ability to access data, conduct research, and take notes on their laptops while in
meetings or working in groups throughout the center.

Proposed Changes to Goals and Objectives. The goals and objectives set out in the full
program application submitted by Clayton Educare in 2008 remain in force. With support of The
Clayton Early Learning Evaluation Director, the program will reassess its benchmarks to assure
alignment with its measures.

Summary of Expected Benefits from Goals and Objectives. Expected benefits related to
specific goals are set out in the Goals/Objectives table. The narrative description of these
expected benefits for children, families, staff and community have not changed since they were
presented in the full (2008) program application.
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C. Program Approach

This section sets out any enhancements or changes in the program design since the
submission of the three-year grant application in 2008 and the continuation application in 2009.

1. Early Childhood Development. Clayton is a member of the Bounce Learning
Network (BLN), a consortium of Educare Centers that come together to share, problem-solve,
and receive technical assistance and support regarding issues of program development,
implementation, and continuous quality improvement of the Educare model. As an Educare
center and BLN member, Clayton aspires to provide an early childhood education model of
excellence that demonstrates the value of early investment in preventing costly interventions
later. Delivering the highest level of services requires ongoing opportunities for staff to come
together to share, problem-solve, and receive technical assistance and support regarding
curriculum development, individualization, and implementation. Professional development for
education staff addresses the enhancement of their skills and knowledge through training and
pursuit of professional credentials; it also encompasses efforts to prepare the next generation of
educators by shaping the quality and intensity of the college coursework offered in the field.

Supervision and coaching supports in Clayton Educare are based on a clearly defined coaching
model that addresses both the fundamental knowledge base associated with teaching
pedagogy and child development. Over the past three years teachers and CFEs have received
additional training in strategies to use in the classroom and in their Home Links to promote
language and literacy development through funding provided by Clayton Early Learning’s Early
Reading First (ERF) grant. ERF coaches supported classroom teams with consultation and
collaborative planning regarding language and literacy development and with additional
materials for Home Links. Based on data analyzed by the program’s local evaluation partner,
children in Early Reading First (ERF) classrooms demonstrated significant developmental gain,
beyond those expected from normal development.

With the conclusion of ERF funding, the coaching design for staff will be modified. Teachers
and CFEs will receive individual and group coaching to support language and literacy
development in the classrooms and with parents building on the lessons learned and evaluation
of the ERF project. However, in the future, coaching will be individualized based on staff and
program needs. The program has broadened its approach to and understanding of coaching to
be more inclusive, recognizing that all staff members have a role in coaching one another. This
has resulted in the program making more effective use of staff expertise, and using the
Colorado Early Childhood Framework as a guide, will provide individualized coaching to staff in
the areas of Early Learning, Family Support and Parent Education, Social/Emotional and Mental
Health, and Health through staff and consultants with content area expertise. ERF funding has
also provided additional support and staffing to enhance the Summer Thinkers continuation
program. The staffing pattern and structure of the summer program will be adjusted
accordingly.

2. Health Services. There are no changes to the delivery of health services as
described in the 2008 full application.

3. Building Family and Community Partnerships. Because families profoundly impact
the life and development of young children, strengthening family development and building
parent competence is a major program priority. The program’s approach to this task is based on
both research and experience. Since children’s needs are best addressed in the context of the
entire family, Clayton staff are committed to valuing all parents and creating an environment that
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promotes a sense of belonging. CE pursues an interdisciplinary approach to parent engagement
that builds effective partnerships between education staff, family support staff, and consultants.

4. Ensuring Effective Program Design and Management.

Expansion. As noted above, Clayton Educare was awarded 32 expansion slots through
a competitive application process. Effective November 1, 2009, 16 children and families began
receiving comprehensive Head Start services in an additional part-day option and 16 in a newly
created 6.25 hour full-day option. This resulted in 16 newly created positions for a total of 12.5
FTE. With expansion funding, family support services were enhanced with the addition of a
Family/Community Coordinator and an ERSEA Support Representative.

Federal Site Review. The Office of Head Start conducted its triennial Federal Site Review
in fall 2009. No areas of non-compliance were reported on the Clayton Educare program. The review
commended several program design and management practices, including the 5 by 5 program,
procedures for dental follow up, and the Ready, Set Go! video for transitioning kindergarteners.

Self-Assessment. The most recent Clayton Educare self-assessment occurred in
October 2009 and covered Education and Early Childhood Development Services; Health
Services; Nutritional Services; Safe Environments; Disability Services; Mental Health Services;
Family and Community Services; Transportation Services; Fiscal Management; and Program
Design & Management.

The self-assessment identified these areas of strength:

o CFEs speak the languages of the majority of the children served (English and Spanish).

The Language Line is used for languages not represented by our staff.

All staff have relevant training and education in their content area.

¢ Grantee has a specialist for major accounting areas and the office staff is cross trained.
Several layers of review provide checks and balances.

e External auditors are contracted to monitor funds and systems.

» Parents have ready access to professionals who are knowledgeable about mental health
issues and can educate parents about social/lemctional health. Clinicians help break
down stereotypes surrounding mental health needs.

¢ When new governing board members are elected, the program proactively seeks to
engage their special expertise and interests.

¢ The Policy Council parent member serves on the governing board.

e Prior to each board meeting, board members receive handouts and updates on all
required reporting areas. At the beginning of each year, board members receive training
on program structure, curriculum, and the gathering and use of data. They aiso receive a
written training and resource manual for future reference.

e The governing board reviews selection criteria, election procedures and complaint
procedures annually. The board approves all major policy changes and approves
financial management, account and reporting practices. Minutes establish a public
record of these reviews.

« The Policy Council and governing board review and approve all grant applications prior
to their submission by the program.

¢ An employee handbook sets out clear standards of conduct for the staff.

¢ Staff Training on health issues occurs pre-service and is supplemented by training that
relates to individual health care action plans for enrolled children.

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The wellness team has benefited from strong and consistent leadership. All health staff
members have appropriate credentials, which are updated as appropriate with training.
Child to adult ratios exceed state licensing requirements and the program ooSv:mm with
all standards under 1304.53 (a).

All electrical outlets are capped and child proof. There are safety guards on all doors. All
necessary safety equipment (i.e. fire extinguishers, flashlights) is available and
monitored.

Weekly and monthly safety checklists are completed.

There is firm bedding and no toys available in the sleeping areas.

Toys are sanitized regularly and are non-toxic.

Indoor and outdoor areas exceed the recommended square footage per child.

Fences installed last year prevent children from accessing unsupervised areas during
outdoor time.

Plastic separators are used with regularity.

A policy for reporting needed classroom repairs is in place and operating well.

The building is ADA certified. When children with severe needs are enrolled, the
program purchases any needed materials and makes necessary accommodations.
Procedures are in place to maintain the air in the building free of toxins, pollutants and
water contaminants.

The self-assessment noted these system gaps as opportunities for improvement:

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Some staff members were unclear about Clayton’s child abuse reporting policy.

There is a need to have Spanish-speaking staff available to families at all times.

Cultural backgrounds and languages of staff do not completely reflect the community the
program serves.

Preschool mental health clinicians work part-time. The referral process or parent
concerns can be delayed due to clinicians’ schedules.

The alarms on the fence were not working at the time of the self-assessment.
Bathrooms do not have electronic doors.

Clayton Educare staff have developed comprehensive action plans to address challenges
identified through the self-assessment process. These plans, in turn, will drive ongoing
refinements and improvements in program operations.

SUMMARY

Clayton Educare Head Start requests $1,150,010 in PA-22 and $7,419 in PA-20 funds for the
2010-11 Head Start grant year. Other revenue sources support the total program budget of
$1,895,087. Clayton continues to utilize the same allocation methodology between federal
funds and other funding sources for expense line items. Specifically, non-personnel expenses
will be paid for entirely by the federal grant, while personnel expenses will be prorated between
federal and non-federal funding sources. Additionally, because federally funds are restricted
and must be relinquished if unspent, Clayton draws down federal funds first.

As a member of the national BOUNCE Learning Network (BLN) and with significant support
from the Denver community, Clayton officially opened the doors to its newly constructed, 32,800
square foot state-of-the art, birth to five child development center in September 2007. This
building is occupied 50% by the Head Start program and 50% by the Early Head Start Program
and therefore, occupancy costs of the building are divided equally between the two programs.

The building, a core feature of the Educare model, serves as a Beacon of Hope to the
community and a recognizable place for early learning; sending a firm message that investing in
early childhood is critical because children are learning from birth. With its continuing
commitment to maintaining this seamless birth to five Head Start program, the organizational
structure consists of five unique birth to five neighborhoods - providing families with continuity in
services that minimize transitions and maximize a sense of community. Each neighborhood is
led by a coordinator who oversees the delivery of both education and family support services.
This integration of education and family support services ensures for a holistic, interdisciplinary
approach to working with children and families. With additional families served through
community collaborations and the perinatal program, a complete integrated community of
caregivers has been developed to support continuity in care for children and families.

In 2010-11, Clayton Educare Head Start will provide three extended day classes, four part day
classes, and a home-based option. Through expansion funding, the program has added a part-
day classroom for 16 children and a 6.25 hour full-day classroom for 16 children.

The program currently receives $5,808 per child in federal funding through Denver's Great Kids
Head Start, the cost to provide the program’s high quality, multi-dimensional services is $9,575
per child. This requires Clayton Educare to seek outside funding for nearly half (40%) of the
cost of services per child. While the commitment of private philanthropic funding supported
Clayton Early Learning in meeting its capital campaign goals to build the facility, Clayton
Educare receives no ongoing operational support to maintain the building or to fund the intensity
and dosage of the Educare model. Other revenue sources that have continued to support
operations include Colorado Preschool Program (CPP), Colorado Adult Child Food Program
(CACFP), Colorado Child Care Assistance Program (CCCAP), Colorade Child Care Assistance
Program parent co-pays for extended day care, quality grants, HIPPY grants, and most recently,
Denver Preschool Program (DPP) funding.

Historically, Clayton has continued to balance its budget through implementation of the following
strategies: 1. seeking additional grant funding; 2. increasing efficiencies through shared job
functions across EHS/HS; 3. eliminating staff merit increases; and 4. limiting transportation to
only socializations and field trip activities. While these efforts have temporarily alleviated some
of the funding gap, the challenging economy, unfunded federal, state, and local mandates,
combined with intense competition for early childhood education resources, have put pressure
on the program’s capacity to deliver the highest quality services based on the most current
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CLAYTON EDUCARE HEAD START BUDGET NARRATIVE

research and evidence. Based on current revenue projections, this budget assumes a 50% cut
in DPP funding and the elimination of the 1.8% ARRA staff salary increase awarded in FY 2009-
10. Additionally, personnel expense has been reduced to support increased non-personnel
expenses and reduced revenue projections. /f additional revenue sources, such as CCCAP or
CPP are also reduced this fiscal year, services impacted by budget cuts could include additional
reductions in force impacting classroom staffing, Child/Family Educator caseloads, and
administrative services; parent training and resources; floating staff to relieve teachers for
planning, training, and coaching; coaching; workshops and training; and classroom materials.

EXPENSES

Personnel - $1,217,339 (PA-22 Portion - $670,864) GABI line items A1-20

The program is in full compliance with the HHS appropriations bill provision (Section 205)
that requires that “none of the funds appropriated in this title for Head Start shall be used
to pay the compensation of an individual, either as a direct cost or any proration as an
indirect cost, at a rate in excess of Executive Level IL.”

As previously stated, the organizational structure within the new facility is comprised of five birth
to five neighborhoods to provide families with continuity as well as community collaborations
and perinatal services that minimize transitions and maximize a sense of community. Each
neighborhood is led by a coordinator who oversees the delivery of both education and family
support services. This integration of education and family support ensures for a holistic,
interdisciplinary approach to working with children and families. Given this staffing pattern,
personnel expenses are shared equally between EHS and HS for the Head Start Director,
neighborhood and content-area coordinators, family support staff, information systems, health,
food service, floating, and program support staff. The staffing pattern continues to ensure the
HIPPY coordinator does not carry a caseload, a suggestion by HIPPY USA, and supports two
lead home-based CFEs. Clayton Educare supports 80% of HIPPY Program expenses. Other
HIPPY grants, also at risk during this difficult economic climate, fund the remaining expenses.

As explained in the allocation methodology, both federal and non-federal funding sources
support personnel expenses. Therefore, this line item represents a prorated portion of the total
personnel budget. While it reflects FTE of approximately 35, it also denotes 43 staff, 19 of
whom are teachers; one is a teacher’s assistant. Note: The Colorado Trust supports this line
item with salary for the Family Liaison Specialist; Cultural Competency Work; and a portion of
the Driver. Colorado Trust funding concludes December 2010.

Fringe Benefits — $ 316,508 (PA 22 Portion - $174,425) GABI line items B1-3

Fringe benefit expenses have increased over the last several years and the benefits rate in this
budget has increased from 24.5% of payroll to 26%. Fringe benefits consist of the following:
health insurance, dental insurance, life insurance and AD&D, short-term disability, long-term
disability, worker's compensation coverage, State Unemployment Tax, and FICA, and 401(k)
retirement contributions. Note: The Colorado Trust supports this line item with salary for the
Family Liaison Specialist; Cultural Competency Work; and a portion of the Driver. Colorado
Trust funding concludes December 2010.

Travel - $3.000 GABI line item C1
Limited out of town travel expenses are included to provide for staff and parent attendance at

Bounce Learning Network meetings, Head Start, and other regional and national early childhood
conferences.

This category includes printing expenses and necessary office and equipment supplies
including calendars, paper, forms, printer cartridges, and consumables for staff, 7 classrooms,
and 198 children and their families. Costs for these items continue to rise based on usage to
support our curricular approach in regard to documentation. For example, child portfolios
include work samples, copies of assessments, and color photos of classroom learning
experiences.

Child and Family Services Supplies - $21,000 GABI line item E2
This line item reflects the following expenses:

Child_Services Supplies - $12,000 Educational and classroom supplies such as
curriculum, screening tools, assessments, books, equipment, and learning materials are
reflected in this line item.

Family Services Supplies - $7.000 Supplies for parent meetings and special events are
included in this line item. Examples include food, consumables, and parent/child
activities for seven monthly parent meetings and one quarterly all-parent meeting;
Culture Night; Family Resource Library materials; and Fatherhood events.

Health & Safety Supplies - $2.000 Expenses specified include: health and safety
products including toothbrushes, toothpaste, first aid supplies, and other medical
supplies.

Food Services Supplies - $32,500 (PA 22 Portion - $2,500) GABI line item E3

This line item includes any non-reimbursed food and dairy costs associated with providing
breakfasts, lunches, and snacks to children in accordance with the program option and CACFP
guidelines. Meals are served family style with teachers participating in the meal. Teacher
meals are not reimbursable and are a program expense. The program receives $30,000 in
USDA Reimbursements.

Other Supplies - $10,000 GABI line item E4
This line item includes the following:

Janitorial Supplies - $6,000 Janitorial supply expenses include paper towels, bathroom
and facial tissue, seat covers, cleaning supplies, and laundry/hand/dishwasher soap.

Maintenance Supplies - $2,000 This line item includes maintenance supplies to repair
and improve the facility and its contents.

Other Supplies - $2,000 Other supplies necessary to operate the program such as staff
lounge supplies and parent incentives, are included in this line item.

Contractual - $93,319 GABI Line ltems F1-8
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Contractual expenses include services that support program operations for children, families,
and staff. The following are its sub categories:

Accounting & Leqal Services - $9,200 GABI line item F1

The program engages an independent auditor to perform an annual audit that complies with
U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133 Compliance Supplement regulations.
The program also has access to an attorney to provide legal services and opinions as needed.
These expenses are included under accounting and legal services.

Health, Nutrition, & Disabilities Services - $24,350 GABI line item F2

Request for observation consultation services for children, nutrition, and health consultation
services are included in this line item. Nutrition and health services are provided by WIC,
Denver Health & Hospitals, and Children’s Hospital.

Child Transportation Services - $2. 150 GABI line item F4
Child transportation expenses specified include: gas, vehicle registration and repair, entrance
fees, and materials for field trips and other transportation needs.

PA 20 - $7.419 GABI line item F5

Training plans are delineated on the Training & Technical Assistance plan and narrative. Both
PA 20 and training dollars support these efforts.

Family Child Care - $1,450 GABI line item F6
Childcare is provided to families to support participation in program events and meetings.

Other Contracts - $48,750 GAB! line item F8
Other contracts can be summarized as follows:

Janitorial - $30,000 These services are negotiated based on actual building expense of
the Clayton Educare. A new vendor was selected in 2009 to address quality issues.

Security - $6,500 Security services consist of on-site campus monitoring during evening
and week-end hours by non-armed personnel.

Trash Removal - $2,000 This budget line item covers the expenses for trash removal in
the Educare building.

Technology - $7.500 The program utilizes occasional consultants to support computer
network functionality. The technology line item reflects these expenses in addition to
ongoing purchases of computer hardware, software, and supplies. Website
development and maintenance expenses are also included.

Other Consultants - $2.750 This line item covers other early childhood professionals’
services.

Other - $187,321 GABI Line ltems H1-17

Clayton officially opened the doors to its new, 32,800 square foot, state-of-the art, birth to five
child development center in September 2007. Clayton Early Learning raised the capital
necessary for the construction project and owns the building. The facility is provided on an in-
kind basis to the program.
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As a separate non-profit corporation, Clayton Educare is responsible for its own operational
expenses incurred by occupying the building. Costs are allocated evenly between EHS and HS.

This line item is broken down as follows:

Utilities/Telephone - $48,000 (PA 22 Portion -$28,000) GABI line item H4
Head Start funds will cover gas, electric, water, T1, network, and telephone services for the

Educare building. The program receives $20,000 in E-Rate funding to offset telephone
expenses.

Building & Child Liability Insurance - $8,331 GABI line item H5

The insurance package includes property, commercial liability, umbrella, automobile, worker’s
compensation, sexual abuse, volunteer accident, employee dishonesty, and a travel and
accident policy that covers incidents where children may be accidentally hurt while involved in a
Head Start activity.

Building Maintenance/Repair & Other Occupancy - $19,790 GABI line item H6
Costs that are included in this line item are the maintenance costs and permits.

Building Maintenance/Repair & Other Occupancy - $18,290 Costs that are included in
this line item are the maintenance costs of the Educare building and its playgrounds, i.e.
floor, carpet and window cleaning, sewer service, commercial equipment repairs,
inspections, and exterminating.

Permits - $1,.500 This includes program expenses relative to a variety of business use
permits and licenses.

Local Travel - $1.000 GABI line item H8

Clayton Educare reimburses HS staff for mileage related to the performance of their job
responsibilities at the current published IRS rate.

Child Services Consultants - $73.750 GABI line item H10
These services are described as follows:

Home-based Services - $35.250 To provide services to home-based families, the
program utilizes the Home Instruction for Parents of Preschool Youngsters (HIPPY)
mode! operated through Clayton Early Learning. In addition to supporting personnel
expenses, this secondary line item provides for other HIPPY expenses including
conferences, training, supplies and equipment, fees, travel, childcare, and curriculum.

Clayton Institute Staff Support — $38,000 This line item supports the program with its
continuous improvement and quality initiatives. Head Start collaborates with the Clayton
Early Learning Institute to provide these services. The Clayton Institute serves as the
local evaluation partner for the national BLN Implementation Study. The purpose of the
study is to document the features of Educare and how implementation of the model
contributes to a quality program and links to child and family outcomes, measuring:

The logic model and core features of the Educare model,
1. Head Start Performance Standards as measured by the PRISM;
2. Key unigue local features;
3. Dosage and intensity of child and family services;
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Community conditions;
Network assistance with implementing the Educare core features;
Baseline information on children and families; and

Benchmarks of child and family progress (i.e., assessments measured over
time).

NoO oA

The evaluation provides internal stakeholders — the program, staff, and the leadership of
the larger Network -- the information we need to do our best work. Much of the data
collected will be useful for continuous program improvement and each site has designed
a feedback loop to share reievant data with appropriate staff (i.e., teachers, family
service specialists). Documentation regarding the extent of various programs’
implementation of the core features of the Educare model will allow the Network’s
leadership to tailor technical assistance to help each site attain its quality goals. For the
Bounce Learning Network, the implementation study will help answer the questions, “Are
we doing what we said we would do?” and “Are we having the impact we expected to
have?”

The evaluation will provide external stakeholders, including policymakers, funders, and
others in the larger early childhood field with information to help increase access to high
quality early childhood programs. Relevant data will include (1) level of program quality
and child and family outcomes using well-known measures and compared to existing
national data; (2) costs of Educare core features; (3) community and policy effects of
Educare, including use of space and effect of architecture; (4) the continuous
improvement process used in Educare sites; (5) qualitative characteristics of
organizational culture that facilitate Educare; (6) increases in the presence of protective
factors in the lives of children who have participated in Educare programs and (7)
decreases in the presence of risk factors.

This $38,000 directly supports the research team needed to perform evaluation services
and is aliocated as follows: Senior Director: $5,000; Lead Researcher: $25,000; Data
Collector/Research Assistant: $8,000. Additional funding to support Clayton Educare’s
Research and Evaluation projects comes from The Rose Community Foundation and
Early Reading First.

Child Services - $500 This line item supports the program with additional child support
services such as special programming and activities.

Parent Services - $8.500 GABI line item H13

The program’s approach to family development is based on both research and experience and
utilizes an interdisciplinary team to build effective partnerships between education staff, family
support staff, and consultants. Working with grant goals and the Educare Logic Model, CE has
created a dynamic, practical logic model to identify emerging needs and develop new activities
related to parent involvement.

Parent Services - $4.500 The parent services line item supports the activities and
materials necessary to implement this approach with families. Examples are costs
associated with Family Resource Library equipment, parent meeting speakers and
materials, books, and training registration fees. See the grant narrative, Family and
Community Partnerships, for more information.
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Translation Services - 3500 To meet the needs of Spanish-speaking families, the
program ensures that important program documents and communications are translated.
This line item supports the cost of translators for both meetings and written documents.

Policy Council - 3,500 This line item include program expenses relative to monthly policy
council and policy council related activities.

Publications/Advertising/Printing - $1,000 GABI line item H15
This line item covers publications including Head Start and other early childhood education
professional journals as well as new requirements for an annual report.

Training & Staff Development - $1,000 GABI line item H16

From time to time the program uses outside consultants to support the delivery of high quality
services. Consultants may provide technical expertise in the following areas: human
resources, social work, program design and management, or education. This line item supports
training beyond the minimal PA-26 funds received from the Grantee.

Other - $25,950 GABI line item H17
The “Other” line item includes the following:

D&O Insurance - $1.200 This line item reflects the cost of Directors and Officers
Insurance.,

Equipment Rent & Lease - $5.500 Copier maintenance and per copy fees and other
expenses associated with program operations are included in the equipment rent and
lease line item.

Meetings - $1.250 Meeting expenses include materials and supplies.

Membership fees & dues - $5.000 The program accesses a web-based database
system (COPA) to track children and families enrolled in the program. Mountain States
Employers Council membership is also included in this line item.

Payroll Services - $6.000 Payroll services are provided by a third party vendor. Services
include payroll processing and reporting, W-2's, and a human resources database.

Personnel Recruitment - $2.500 Recruitment expenses include HS position
advertisements to local and community newspapers, physicals, criminal background
check costs, and other costs related to hiring new employees.

Postage & Shipping - $1,000 This line item is for postage expenses related to Head Start
business activities.

Other - $3.500 A variety of expenses not specifically articulated in previous line items
are included in this category.

ADDITIONAL REVENUE SOURCES

Colorado Adult Child Food Program $30,000
The Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) provides reimbursement for nutritious meals
and snacks served to eligible children in child care centers. Colorado's program is funded by the
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U.S. Department of Agriculture and administered by the Colorado Department of Public Health
and Environment. Allowable costs associated with providing breakfasts, lunches, and snacks to
children are reimbursed to the program.

Colorado Preschool Program $267,300

Clayton Educare receives funding from the Colorado Preschool Program (CPKP). The program
is currently allocated 130 slots of which approximately 70% belong to Head Start. Lawmakers
created CPP in 1988 to serve children needing language development. It was expanded in 1992
to include children with significant family risk factors and some children in social services
programs. The Denver Public School district participates in the program and uses 10 risk
factors to determine a child’s eligibility including income, language development, social
development, parent education, frequent relocation and homelessness, violence or neglect in
the home, and parent addiction to drugs or alcohol. Because the CPP has never had sufficient
funding to serve all of the children who qualify, children with the greatest need (3 or more risk
factors) are served.

Colorado Child Care Assistance Program $223,675

CCAP is a federally-funded program that helps eligible low-income families pay for childcare. In
Denver County the Denver Department of Human Services and Aspen Family Services work
together to ensure that qualifying families will have access to CCAP funds. Eligibility for CCAP
is based on income and household size, as well as participation in an eligible activity (working,
attending school, or looking for work).

This budget assumes that full day services will be provided to 48 children and families and
reflects the associated parent co-payment. Non-Head Start summer programming revenue for
48 children is also projected. CCCAP reimbursement rates are tied to program quality and at
this time the program receives reimbursement rate available based on its 3-Star Qualistar
rating. A new Clayton Educare rating is expected to be published in 2010.

The Colorado Trust $21,000

In 2005, Clayton Educare was awarded a five year grant (through December 2010) under The
Trust’'s $13 million, seven-year Equality in Health Initiative which seeks to reduce racial and
ethnic health disparities in Colorado. Clayton is working to bring about improvements in equal
access to mental health care. These funds support the salary of the Family Liaison Specialist
and the program also allocates these funds to further develop cultural competence in service
delivery throughout the organization.

Denver Preschool Program $84,000

The Denver Preschool Program (DPP), approved by voters in November 2006, provides parents
with a tuition credit to use at the preschool of their choice. It is open and voluntary for all Denver
four-year-olds and includes all licensed preschool providers who agree to participate in a quality
improvement system. DPP’s quality improvement system includes (1) an introduction to quality,
(2) a quality rating and (3) development of a quality improvement plan for each provider. As a
participating provider the program is eligible to receive assistance and funding from DPP to
obtain our quality ratings and to help develop and execute their quality improvement plans. This
line item represents funding for 47 slots and reflects an anticipated revenue reduction of 50%
over last year.

E-Rate $20,000
The Federal Communications Commission established a Schools and Libraries Universal
Service Program to bring schools and libraries in America into the information age. This
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program, commonly known as the E-Rate, was established as part of the Telecommunications
Act of 1996 and provides affordable telecommunications services for all eligible schools and
libraries, especially those in rural and economically disadvantaged areas. The Universal Service
Administrative Company (USAC) administers the program for the FCC. The E-Rate supports
connectivity—the conduit for communications using telecommunications services and/or the
Internet. Funds may be requested in the following four categories of service:
telecommunications services, Internet access, internal connections, and basic maintenance of
internal connections.

UCHSC $5,000

Clayton Educare entered into a contract with the University of Colorado Denver for their
Smoking Cessation Navigation for Low Income Parents: A Pilot Study project. This pilot study is
an innovative intervention to overcome psychosocial and practical barriers that keep low-income
smokers from using proven smoking cessation treatments such as nicotine replacement therapy
(NRT) and telephone coaching support. Funding supports administrative oversight, space, and
equipment for the project.

Contingency Revenue $87,583

In June 2009, The Clayton Educare Board approved the establishment of a contingency fund for
the carryover of non-federal funds to be used for future operations, as needed. This line item
reflects the use of a portion of this fund.

NON-FEDERAL SHARE

Facilities $229,600

Clayton Early Learning donates the use of its new 32,800 square feet of classroom, office, and
storage space to Clayton Educare at a market rate. An appraisal by a certified commercial real
estate appraiser was completed in April 2009. This appraisal report indicates that the market
value of the Educare Center is $18.50 per square foot per year. Because the building is
occupied 50% by the Head Start program and 50% by the Early Head Start Program, the non-
federal share for the building is shared equally between the two programs.

Program Support $59,757

This line item represents five full time maintenance personnel providing support services to the
program by Clayton Early Learning at no cost. These support personnel maintain the Educare
building and the playgrounds. This in-kind match is divided equally between Head Start and
Early Head Start.

DIVISION 3. TREATMENT OF EMPLOYEES ASSOCIATED WITH CITY CONTRACTS
Sec. 20-76. Payment of prevailing wages.

(a) Required. Every worker, mechanic or other laborer employed by any contractor or
subcontractor in the work of drayage or of construction, alteration, improvement, repair,
maintenance or demolition of any public building or public work by or in behalf of the city, or for
any agency of the city, or financed in whole or in part by the city, or any agency of the city, or
engaged in the work of a doorkeeper, caretaker, cleaner, window washer, porter, keeper, janitor, or
in similar custodial or janitorial work in connection with the operation of any such public
building or the prosecution of any such public work by or in behalf of the city, or for any agency
of the city, or financed in whole or in part by the city, or any agency of the city, shall be paid not
less than the wages prevailing for the same class and kind of work in the city as determined by
the career service board under subsection (c).

(b) Contract specifications. The specifications for every contract in excess of two thousand
dollars ($2,000.00) to which the city or any of its agencies is a party which requires the
performance of work involving drayage or involving construction, alteration, improvements,
repairs, maintenance or demolition of any public building or public work, or which requires the
performance of the work of a doorkeeper, caretaker, cleaner, window washer, porter, keeper,
janitor, or similar custodial or janitorial work in connection with the operation of any such public
building or the prosecution of any such public work, shall contain a provision stating that the
minimuin wages to be paid for every class of laborer, mechanic and worker shall be not less than
the scale of wages from time to time determined to be the prevailing wages under subsection (¢).
Every contract based upon these specifications shall contain a stipulation that the contractor or
subcontractor shall pay mechanics, laborers and workers employed directly upon the site of the
work the full amounts accrued at time of payment, computed at wage rates not less than those
stated or referenced in the specifications, and any addenda thereto, on the actual date of bid
opening, or in effect on the date of grant of permit for performance of such work under D.R.M.C.
section 49-171 et seq., or on the date of the written purchase order for contracts let by informal
procedure under D.R.M.C. section 20-63(b), regardless of any contractual relationship which may
be alleged to exist between the contractor or subcontractor and such laborers, mechanics and
workers. Increases in prevailing wages subsequent to the date of the contract for a period not to
exceed one (1) year shall not be mandatory on either the contractor or subcontractors, Future
increases in prevailing wages on contracts whose period of performance exceeds one (1) year
shall be mandatory for the contractor and subcontractors only on the yearly anniversary date of
the contract. In no event shall any increases in prevailing wages over the amounts thereof as
stated in such specifications result in any increased liability on the part of the city, and the
possibility and risk of any such increase is assumed by all contractors entering into any such
contract with the city. Decreases in prevailing wages subsequent to the date of the contract for a
period not to exceed one (1) year shall not be permitted. Decreases in prevailing wages on
contracts whose period of performance exceed one (1) year shall not be effective except on the
yearly anniversary date of the contract.

(c) Determination of prevailing wages.

(1) The city council hereby declares that it is in the best interests of the city to have a
uniform determination of the prevailing wages to be paid to the various classes of laborers,
mechanics and workers which will be required in the performance of work covered by this
section.

(2) The city council hereby finds and concludes that the federal government, in
implementing the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C.§276a to 276a-5), possesses and exercises a
superior capability with superior resources to ascertain the basic rate of pay, overtime, and other
benefits which accurately represent the current prevailing rate of wages for work covered by that
federal law. The career service board shall determine that the prevailing wages applicable to the
various classes of laborers, mechanics, and workers covered by this section and the Davis-Bacon
Act correspond to the prevailing wage determinations made pursuant to that federal law as the
same may be amended from time to time. The board shall undertake to keep and maintain copies
of prevailing wage determinations made pursuant to the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C.§276a to
276a-5) and any amendments to that federal law. The board shail also keep and maintain such
other information as shall come to its attention concerning wages paid in the city. If the board has
reason to believe that a prevailing wage determination made pursuant to that federal law is
substantially different from wages paid in the city based upon other information, it shall so inform
the city council for their consideration and action by ordinance. The provisions of this section
shall supersede any differing provisions of that federal law, except when that federal law 1s
applicable independent of this section.

(3) It shall be the duty of the career service board to determine, after hearing, the prevailing
wages for the various classes of laborers, mechanics, and workers which will be required in the
performance of work covered by this section but not be covered by the Davis-Bacon Act, which
determinations shall be made periodically at least every six (6) months, and as frequently as may
be considered necessary by the career service board in order that the determination which is
currently in effect shall accurately represent the current prevailing rates of wages. Prior to making
such determination, the career service board shall give reasonable public notice of the time and
place of the hearing concerning such proposed determination and shall afford to all interested
parties the right to appear before it and to present evidence. "Prevailing wages" shall mean, for
each class of work covered by this section but not covered by the Davis-Bacon Act, the rate of
pay and the overtime and other benefits granted to such full-time workers in the city. The rates
shall be determined using the same method as used for those classes which are covered by the
Davis-Bacon Act, except the following classifications of workers shall have their rate of pay and
the overtime and other benefits based upon the rate of pay and the overtime and other benefits
currently and most commonly paid to such full-time workers in the city:

Custodian |

Custodian 11

Window Cleaners, Journevman

Career service authority, upon receipt of information from any person interested in the above
listed classifications, shall recommend to the mayor and city council a methodology for
establishing prevailing rates for those classifications by January 15, 2000

If there is insufficient data available in the city to determine the rate of pay and the overtime and
other benefits or should comparable classes of work not be performed within the city for each
class of wotk covered by this section and not covered by the Davis-Bacon Act, the career service
board shall refer to the Service Contract Labor Act of 1965, as amended (4] U.S.C.§351 et seq.)
to determine the rate of pay and the overtime and other benefits.

(d) Mandatory contract provisions; enforcement.
(h Every contract covered by this section shall contain a provision requiring the contractor

and every subcontractor under such contract to pay every worker, mechanic and laborer employed
under such contract not less than the scale of wages as provided for under subsections (b) and (¢).




(2 Such contract shall further require the contractor and subcontractors to pay all
construction workers, mechanics and other laborers at Jeast once a week the full amounts of
wages accrued at the time of payment, computed at wage rates not less than those stated in the
specifications; except that the contractor and subcontractors shall make such payments to non-
construction workers such as janitorial or custodial workers at least twice per month.

(3) Every such contract shall further provide that the contractor shall post in a prominent and
easily accessible place at the site of the work the scale of wages to be paid by the contractor and
all subcontractors working under the contractor.

(4) The contract shall further provide that if the contractor or any subcontractor shall fail to
pay such wages as are required by the contract, the auditor shall not approve any warrant or
demand for payment to the contractor until the contractor furnishes the auditor evidence
satisfactory to the auditor that such wages so required by the contract have been paid. Any
contractor or subcontractor may utilize the following procedure in order to satisfy the
requirements of this section:

a. The coniractor or subcontractor may submit to the auditor, for each worker, mechanic or
other laborer to whom such wages are due, a check, as required by the auditor.
