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Elizabeth McLean Macy holds a PhD in Ethnomusicology from UCLA, an MA In Ethnomusicology
from UC Riverside, and a BA in Music from Colorado College. Her dissertation research
addressed the function of music tourism in post-disaster economies; in particular, it focused on
the function of music tourism in the recavery and rebuilding of post-Katrina New Orleans and in
Bali, Indonesia after the 2002 and 2005 terrorist bombings. Dr. Macy's current and ongoing
research focuses on Balinese master musician | Made Lasmawan and his wife Ni Ketut Marni
and the music and dance traditions of the village of Bangah di Baturiti in Bali. Currently a
performing member and secretary of Denver's Gamelan Tunas Mekar
(https://tunasmekar.arg/), she began studying the music of Indonesia with Lasmawan in 1996.
She is a founding member of Sanggar Manik Galih {https://www.sanggarmanikgalih.org/), 3
transnational music and dance studio based in Bali and Colorado, the founder and manager of
Gamelan Anak Manik Galih - the Denver Children’s Gamelan

(https.//www.sanggarmanikgalih.org/gamelan-anak-manik galih-colorado), and teaches study

abroad courses in Bali on Balinese music, arts, and culture.

Dr. Macy has previously held positicns at the University of Denver, Skidmore College, Colorado
College, UCLA, Chapman University and CalArts, and was the founder and director of Skidmore
College's Gamelan Banyu Wali (an extension of Sanggar Manik Galik). She has taught courses on
musics of the world, global pop, music of Southeast Asia, music and disaster, tourism, hip hop
and the blues, music, race, and class, and African American musical heritage.

In her current position as Assistant Professor of Ethnomusicelogy at Metropalitan State
University of Denver, Dr. Macy serves as Area Coardinator of Musicology and the department’s
Global Music Ensembles. In Summer 2020 she developed a Visiting Artist Series on Music, Race,
and Social Justice (https://msudenver.edu/music/events/mrsivas/}, which highlights the work

of BIPOC musicians, performers, and scholars. Dr, Macy teaches courses on music and culture,
global popular musics, and Black music in the United States.

My experience with the Denver creative community was first as a patron of the arts and then eventually as an amatuer
slam poet. I've spant most of my time as a creative artist in the following venues/settings so they largely Inform my
perspective:

e The Mercury Cafe
e Tha Cornar Beat
¢ Denver Art Soclety Coaperative

Live performance has been my main passion. | enjoy suppoiting musicians and slam poets as they hone their craft and
showcase their creativity to the public. The Mercury {“The Merc”) Cafe and The Corner Beat have proven to be especially
welcoming creative communities ta both veterans and newcamers alike, It's clear that many artists consider The Merc a
treasured venue given its extensive and vibrant history. I've observed dynamics forged between the performers and the
audience there that have left me feeling truly inspired and rejuvenated.

The Corner Beat also hosts open mic events like those at The Merc and attracts a similar ccowd. Both venues are more
financially accessible to the artists who perform there and the attending audience. However, that has also meant limited
seating and crowded quarters. ! often arrive at least 1hr beforehand to ensure adequate seating but recognize that tactic
could be unreatistic for others. It's worth noting that as a single-earner household without access to a vehicle, | also find it
challenging to access a wide variety of cherished local venues based on a combination of pricing and transportation, My
suspicion is that there are few affordable optians for artists and patrons like me so we tend to accupy the same settings on
a regular basis.

The Denver Art Society Cooperative is the zlternative creative space I've used post-COVID because my studio apartment Is

number of art cooperatives in the city and the building is in need of renovation(s). The residents admit that limited
financial resources [exacerbated by COVID) largely prevent the necassary restorations and the expansion of the
programming made available to the public. That means the financial hardships experienced by venues like these can
further exclude community members who might rely on alternative creative spaces.

2, Tell us about your expertise in your field.
My experience falls into two main categeries: entrepreneurship and coaching/facilitation.

After earning a Master’s Degree in business technalogy from Georgetown University in 2013, | spent the first five years of
my career at a tech startup in Washington, DC. Startup life demanded a wide variety of skills and | had only a handful of
them at the outset. Trial by fire was how 1 learned what was necessary to make progress. That included business analysis,
requirements gathering, technical project and account management, process engineering, hiring and onboarding, digital
markating, outsourcing, and strategic planning. | was one of four founding team members and by the time ) resigned my
position to relocate to Denver, there were more than 75 full-time employees and at least 30 contracted freelancers on 3
part-time basis. | left that setting knowing how to navigate uncertainty and how to create something from scratch before
scaling it sustainably beyond what was originaily intended.

| decided to take my next career move to education technalogy but specifically within higher education and have occupied
four separate and related roles across four years at the same company. Serving as an advocate for bath internal and
external users has been the common thread among all four positions. The two student-facing positions require consistent
interactions that can involve collaborative problem solving, developmental/instructional coaching, conflict resolution,
negotiation, and public speaking. My positions with the Community Steering Committee {CSC) and the Diversity &
Inclusion Steering Committee {DISC) invalved mixed interactions with multiple stakeholders depending on the initiative. In
those roles, | was responsible for organizing fundraisers, recruiting volunteers, moderating/facilitating group discussions,
presenting research findings, and storytelling. These newer positions have helped me round out my earlier career
experience focused on more technical settings.

3. Why do you want to join the Denver Commission on Cultural Affalrs?

| want to lead by example. My different identities are crucially Important and the two that take priority are my indigenous
descent (Yaqui} and being adopted as an infant, then raised by a Jewish-Ashkenazi family that has ne biological relation to
me. I've struggled with the impaster phenomenaon/syndrome for most of my life in large part because | rarely see my lived
experience reflected in leadership positions throughaut our saciety. It's promising to see that trend starting to change and
Denver has explicitly stated its commitment to diverse, inclusive, and equitable representation. That gives me hope that
unconscious biases are less likely to have an impact an the appointment. 1t's my hopa to one day be the living proof for
other generations that identify with my background and journey.

{ want to make art accessible to everyone, I've spent the better part of the past decade volunteering for different
nonprofits dedicated to youth empowerment. The Future Project and Girls On The Run in Washington, OC, gave me the
opportunity to coach and mentor disadvantaged teenagers in high school. After moving to Denver, | began volunteering
with Denver Kids, Inc., and City Year Denver in a similar capacity. Based on my experience, the same barriers that prevent
adult involvement in things often apply te minors. it's frequently those from low-Income and/or marginalized backgrounds
that are excluded from the arts while those with privilege continue ta learn and benefit. Disparities everywhere must be
addressed and the arts are no exception.

{ want to find a viable platform that can help drive communal healing. Research pioneered in cognitive psychology and
hehavioral neuroscience confirm the theory that communal support and healing are {ntegral to a flourishing human
experience, Different forms of self-expression, often facilitated by the cultural arts, are still considered only entertainment,
recreation and/for education. The cultural arts are, in fact, even more valuable because they invite connection and cultivate
a sense of belonging we now know is fundamental to our individual and collective prosperity. My understanding of the
DCCA leads me to believe it would be a relevant setting to bring this newer perspective to bear.



4, What strengths do you feel you bring to the Commission?

First and foremost, | bring a curious and empathetic mindset. The curiosity fuels my pursuit of lifelong learning and I'm
grateful to have inherited that from my adaptive father. My empathetic orientation has to do with the adversity confronted
earlier in my life and reconciling those experiences later an with tools obtained as an adult. These two characteristics also
help ensure that | can remain presently engaged with people and activities.

| currently coach and advise almost 200 graduate students earning degrees towards licensed marriage and family therapy
and/or licensed professional clinical counseling. Art therapy is one of the fastest growing areas of therapeutic practice
amongst younger generations of incoming graduate students, Music, equine, wilderness, and sound immersion are
examples of other promising branches of therapeutic intervention that my advisees expect to pursue after becoming
licensed. The chance to coach and advise them offers unique insight into the healing potential behind artistic expression
and how it can be used to Improve health cutcomes in our communities. This is not something explicltly mentioned in the
Imagine 2020 plan but has the potential to Improve the impact of and increase the Return on invastment {RO1) for DCCA
programs/initiatives.

Anather relevant strength is my experience with Justice, Equity, Diversity and Inclusion {JEDI) work. My Initial experience in
that space was related to volunteering with youth empowerment organizations. My role as a mentor was usually to offer
careerfacademic counsel and to encourage positive self-esteem. Students from marglnalized communities so often needed
role models but were sometimes the most likely to resist help from privileged outsiders. That was a gap | could bridge
better than most thanks to my own intersectlonal background. The past two years acting as a member of DISC have let me
bring those earlier mentorship lessons into a new setting in support of adult learners. My servant leadership with DISC has
given me experience with the design, implementation, and evaluation of policies/programs Intended to positively impact
JEDI targets. | expect this to be 8 major advantage since it was disclosed that the DCCA was searching for candidates with
that type of experience.



5. What are the biggest challenges you see facing the creative community?

Sustainability is one majar challenge that must be addressed. The creative community faces the same feast and famine,
winner-take-all, dynamic that plagues other industries. In other words, a relatively small number of creative artists flourish
while the vast majority fail to ever find stable footing so they can hone their craft. Countless artists rarely or never geta
chance to fulfilt their true potential. There is literal truth to the starving artist stereotype, Denver can find a way to support
fledgling artists and their careers without compromising support for bigger stars. | see this closely related to the fifth part
of the seven part vision described in the IMAGINE 2020 ptan: “Denver’s diverse artistic and creative professionals are
locally cultivated and flourishing.”

Accessibility is another major challenge that must be addressed. There are dynamics at play early and at later stages that
make it less and less likely that marginalized groups will be able to participate and/or benefit from the arts, The pattern
begins young and tends to persist into adulthood. I've lived in Denver since 2018 and have yet to experience a live
performance at the Red Rocks Amphitheater thanks to financial and transportation barriers. While it's disappointing to
admit, the more bewildering reality is the fact that I've met native Coloradans from places like Pueblo or even Aurora who
have never ance been to Red Rocks despite living here their entire lives. They have often credited their exclusion to similar
factors. It was also cited that many of the artists and performers they would prefer to see aren’t as likely to host
performances at the most prestiglous venues. | see this closely related to the third part of the seven part vision described
in the IMAGINE 2020 plan: “Arts, culture and creativity are truly inclusive and accessible for all.”

Representaticn is the third major challenge that must be addressed. The creative community, especially at the most
profitable levels, can begin to homogenize. We see similar dynamics in youth athletics and then later at the professional
levels. Sports that require and/or benefit from speciallzed equipment and training tend to exclude students from
marginalized communities at the outset unless the school actively supports a policy designed to address the disparity. The
same is true when it comes to musical instruments, private tutoring, group classes/camps, that are all designed to give
learners an edge. Denver can create a setting conducive to all tearners rather than allowing a privileged few to naturally
outmaneuver the marginalized. | see this closely related to the fourth part of the seven part vision described in the
IMAGINE 2020 plan: “Exposure, appreciation and participation in arts, culture and creativity span our lifetimes.”

6. Describe a project or initiative that you played a significant role in, what your rale was, and what was the
result, if applicable.

I'm proud of my involvement as a servant leader with a community engagement project called DC Jews on Bikes. | met the
founder and organizer during a communal celebration hosted at the historic Sixth & | synagogue in Washington, DC. The
two of us arrived at the same time by coincidence and noticed saveral other attendees commuting by bicycle. She
remarked how fun it would be to have outdoor events so we could enjoy nature and celebrate our cultural heritage for all
to see. | told her it was a brilliant idea and she graciously invited me ta help her launch DC Jews on Bikes.

Turning the idea inte an initiative required everything from content development and website design to marketing and
event planning. | was fortunate enough ta already have many of those skills thanks to my startup experience mentioned
earlier, Since we both brought many of the necessary skills ta the table for the pilot, we decided to proceed without asking
for additional heip. The original event plan was propased and executed as follows:

Stage 1 - Pre-Event

Select date/time

Send email correspondence to local business/restaurant mgmt re: reserved spacing for event participants
Confirm date/time after receiving favorable response

! helped the organizer plan and host 7 different community rides over the course of my last two summers living in
Washington, DC. The rides rarely struggled with attendance and eventually grew popular enough to justify recruiting
volunteers to help us with various aspects of the event plan describad above. | would learn that the organizer decided to
prioritize other things about a year after | left the community behind and, to my surprise, community members decided to
inherit ownership and have continued to organize rides ever since. This is mare important than ever because it means |
helped build more than an event and because | now believe it’s imperative that we share cultural arts and axprassion (ie.,
song, dance, etc.) with the world around us.

7. An exciting on-going endeavor for the commission has been the city's cultural plan, IMAGINE 2020. Please
share your thoughts on this plan and potential ways you may be able to help.

The city’s cultural plan, IMAGINE 2020, promises to advance a seven-part vision over the cousse of seven years. It's clear
after reviewing the full plan that | could cantribute to three key areas:

® Integration - Arts, culture and creativity are fully integrated into daily life, work and play in Denver,
®  Accessibility - Arts, culture and creativity are truly inclusive and accessible for all.
* Collective Leadership - Committed to high impact results across Denver.

Integration - | consider integration a top priority because | believe it’s connected to accessibility. According to the IMAGINE
2020 plan, survey respondents disclosed two important points: (1) few cultural arts options exist within many
neighborhoads and (2) the most commonly cited barrier to entry/participation was time.

Consider the first data point. Supporting mobile (pop-up) exhibits and grassraots perfarmance arts troupes could be two
complementary ways to bring cultural arts to people rather than expecting them ta navigate to select neighborhoods for
the same experience. It would be critical to ensure that these options remained affordable to anyone who might want to
participate. This could help Denver develop a reputation for cultivating an eclectic range of public performances that
punctuate and enrich daily life,



Addressing the second data point likely demands further investigation. Citing time as the barrier is similar to hightighting a
symptom rather than the underlying condition. Time itself isn’t the barrier, it’s the lack thereof, which means we have to
investigate how and where time is being allocated by the individuals who might otherwise want to participate. According
to IMAGINE 2020, It was Hispanic and African American/Black survey respondents who were most likely to cite time as the
barrier. Given what we already know about historically marginalized communities, itisn’t all that surprising to see this
trend happening. tdentifying opportunities to address those time constraints at the source could increase the likelihood of
participation.

Accessibility - Cultivating a setting that invites everyone to participate and enjoy cultural arts is essential to a flourishing
community. According to the IMAGINE 2020 plan, “Arts, culture and crealivity serve as both a social equalizer and a mode
for authentic expression.” | agree with this and propose that the most valuable benefit from cultural arts is, in fact, its
capacity to suppert individual and communal healing. it's now well documented by researchers that artistic/creative
expression is correlated with better social outcomes and reduced likelihood of lifelong health issues. Dr. Bessel van der
Kolk goes as far as to suggest that certain forms of cultural arts and expression could be integral to trauma recovery. Things
like yoga, meditation, dance, and martial arts are all examples that the city could endorse and support. These alternative
modes of therapeutic intervention could be tracked to investigate and document social/health autcomes amongst
community members.

Collective Leadership - | recently completed a fellowship with the Denver chapter of New Leaders Councit {NLC), a national
nonprofit incubator dedicated to civic leadership development. Fellows are introduced to a theory of change based on the
concept of ‘collective impact’, which suggests that complex adaptive problems like the ones facing us today are bast
addressed by groups of diverse individuals aligned harmoniously together, The different groups are tethered by strong ties
rather than weak anes that we typically find between them. Strong tles might include shared resources, integrated
leadership teams, open/transparent communication channels, embedded community members, etc. According to the
IMPACT 2020 plan, ‘Collective Leadership’ involves “shared commitment, paoled resources, and Joint accountabitity to
achieve results otherwise unattainable” 1 can‘t help but see similarities between the two approaches and expect much of
the farmal learning through the felfowship to be of value with the Denver Commission on Cultural Affairs. For instance, |
suspect being part of the local amatuer artist community could be a major advantage, especially when it cames to forging
stronger ties and ensuring their volces are not only heard, but understood, and then seriously considered.

B. How do you define cultural equity?

Cultural equity has to do with reversing trends of histarical discrimination that have marginalized communities based on
things like age, race, ethnicity, gender, language, ableism, religion, etc. Cultural equity is achieved by explicitly valuing
diverse cultures and including them in physical spaces, public policies and investment, and in expression in civic and
spiritual life.

9. How did you learn about the Denver Commission on Cultural Affairs?

I mentioned recently completing a fellowship with the Denver chapter of New Leaders Council (NLC). I'm one of several
cohort fellows who applied to join NLC so | could benefit from additional support. This is one of a few
commissions/advisory boards that I'm trying to join s0 | can begin to make the changes | want to see in my cammunity.
Aside fram one uncle who served an his local school board during the late 90s for several years, no one in my family had
ever sought a civic role to give back to the community. That led me to believe that | would have to be proactive about my
due diligence and preparation, All of the boards/commissions | have interest in joining are related to cultural arts,
education, social justice, equity, diversity, and inclusion.




10. What is your understanding of what the commission does / is responsible for?

My understanding Is that the DCCA serves exclusively as an advisory board respansible for overseging the 1% for public art
program, serves as trustees of Denver’s cultural plan {(IMAGINE 2020), advises on arts and cultural Issues, and acts as
ambassadors to the community. It was made clear through conversation with current Commissioner, Leesly Leon, that the
DCCA takes its duties seriously and that commissioners can expect to contribute regularly to the four areas highlighted
above via panel appointments.

11. Commission work could take up to five haurs per month which includes the monthly Commission meeting
on the first Tuesday of each month at 4:00 p.m. and active committee work. Can you commit the time
needed?
