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Objective

• Align the collective bargaining policies for firefighters with those that already 
exist for police officers and Deputy Sheriffs

• Remove Charter language related to resolving disputes through an advisory-
fact finding process for firefighters

• Establish and implement a system of binding arbitration for firefighters

Proposed

• Resolve collective bargaining 
impasses for firefighters through 
binding arbitration

• The arbitrator’s decision is final 
and binding

• Cost of arbitration paid ⁄1 2 by the 
City and ⁄1 2 by the agent of the 
firefighters
