Dear West Colfax Neighbors, Council District 3 Office, SLCG and WeCAN:


In response to concerns expressed by Neighbors related to a potential 5 story
building at 1208 Quitman as would be allowed under G-RX-5 Zoning, the
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Applicant and property owner, Urban Land Acquisitions LLC, hereby offers the
following compromise proposal:


The Applicant and Neighbors agree to enter into and execute a Memorandum of
Understanding prior to the Public Hearing on Monday 8/21 that will:


1.  Commit the Neighbors to withdraw their opposition to the rezoning application
2.  Commit the Neighbors to withdraw their Protest Petition
3.  Commit a spokesperson for the Neighbors to testify at the 8/21 City Council
Public Hearing that all rezoning opposition is withdrawn and the Protest Petition
is withdrawn.


In consideration of the Neighbors agreeing to MOU items 1-3 above, the
Applicant will agree in the MOU:


1.  To record a covenant or deed restriction that will run with the land and have a
term of 20 years from the date of recordation that will limit the height of buildings
at 1208 Quitman to 4 stories.  The recording of this covenant will occur if: (i) the
Neighbors perform their MOU 1-3 obligations; and (ii), City Council approves the
rezoning to G-RX-5.
2.  The MOU will obligate the Applicant to record the covenant with the Denver
Clerk and Recorder within 15 days of City Council's voting to approve the
rezoning.


In making this proposal I am a bit uncertain who the "Neighbors" are in this case. 
As such, In addition to the WeCAN and SLCG RNOs and Council District 3, I
have sent this to Lori Smith who I believe (but am not certain) organized the post
card writing effort that opposed 5 stories and who I think also may have filed the
Protest Petition yesterday.  


I am available to meet with anyone and everyone on this anytime the rest of this
week and on Monday to work through the details and reach agreement on an
MOU that works for all parties and results in limiting building heights at 1208
Quitman to 4 stories.  I am attending an out of town wedding this weekend and
am not available over the weekend.


Thank you for your consideration of this proposal.  I look forward to your
response and to working together to reach a compromise solution that works for
everyone and benefits the neighborhood.
