The West Washington Park Registered Neighborhood Association has been concerned about
“Slot Homes” since four of them were built next to each other on the 900 block of South Pearl
Street in 2008. None of the buildings are activated to the street. The residents can come and
go by vehicle and never interact with neighbors. The driveways discourage pedestrian
activity. The buildings tower over the houses to the south and eliminate privacy and
enjoyment of the yards by their neighbors. Moreover, these structures do not reflect the
context of the neighborhood.

We applaud the efforts of Community Planning and Development to find better design
solutions for multi-unit housing that will better fit the communities in which they are built and
provide more attractive and desirable homes for their inhabitants.

On February 5, 2018, the West Washington Park Registered Neighborhood Association
passed a motion to support the Slot Home Text Amendment. It was moved and seconded by
the Board that Charlotte Winzenburg and Sherri Way draft a letter supporting proposed Text
Amendment and zoning changes regarding slot homes. The motion passed with 11 Yes
votes, 0 No votes, and 0 Abstentions.

The West Washington Park Neighborhood Association (WWPNA) is a Registered
Neighborhood Organization. Our boundaries are Speer Boulevard on the north, 1-25 on the
south, Downing Street on the east and Broadway on the west, and include approximately
