As someone who
injected drugs for many years and has had the good fortune to be abstinent from those drugs
for the last 4 years, I know how hard addiction gets. I also know the only way to sobriety is
through deep and compassionate support, and for people to get the general life support they
need. Some people use drugs to cope with trauma, some to cope with homelessness, many -
both. Until we can support people through those struggles, we need stop gap measures to
prevent public overdose.


That is why I join Mayor Hancock, Phil Weiser, and many others in supporting this idea. And
I hope you do too. This is just one of many harm reduction focused tools in our toolkit, and we
need to utilize every tool possible to save lives. We need more naloxone, we need more
treatment, and we desperately need people alive. Dead drug users can never get clean. While
I'm a homeless service provider, I'm also someone who personally understands addiction. I've
reversed 7 overdoses in the last two years. Please take the burden of this crisis off of direct
service workers like me, and put it into a safer arena. We're losing people to preventable
deaths, and we're inflicting vicarious trauma on those most dedicated to helping, that will do
permanent damage. We need to do better for drug users and those of who love them in our
community.

To Whom it May Concern (which, I assume, is whoever is reading this email):


I am a longtime resident of West Denver.  In the late 90s and early 2000s I worked as a 
firefighter and an EMT with an ambulance company that ran approximately 17,000 calls per 
year.  On a busy shift, that amounted to about a dozen calls per ambulance.  As a young man, 
that experience was both difficult and enlightening as each shift offered a front row seat into 
the many health and welfare challenges that people face.  The calls that remain with me almost 
two decades later are the ones that could (and should) have been prevented.  That includes 
things like car accidents at the same dangerous intersections, gun violence, and drug and 
alcohol-related incidents that were a regular feature of the system.  The latter bothers me the 
deepest simply because the most common approach taken by emergency medical providers 
and law enforcement was to corner somebody and remind them that they had only two 
choices: stop using drugs or die.  


Sadly, we know now that this approach simply does not work and has cost more than a million 
lives since the turn of the millennia.  Our most valiant efforts at jailing, shaming, and tough-
loving people who use drugs has resulted in a swelling prison population and overdose 
statistics that dwarf deaths from both firearms and car accidents combined.  The status quo has 
failed epically.


I am writing today to wholeheartedly endorse a supervised use site here in Denver because I 
firmly believe that it is incumbent upon our policy-makers and citizens to meet the failed 
status quo with ideas that are clinically sound, tested, and proven to work.  As many of you 
have been reminded, data on supervised use sites has been gathered for decades.  In fact, of 
102 sites operating in 63 cities around the world, there has yet to be a single fatal overdose on 
those premises.  What’s more, supervised use does what law enforcement and visits to 
emergency departments have never been good at: reducing chaos on the streets, connecting 
people with treatment and services, and providing a trusting environment for people to 
mitigate the harms associated with problematic drug use.  These results are well-documented, 
financially sound, and life-saving.  


In a state that sees almost three overdose fatalities each day, it’s becoming common for people 
here to have known someone who has met this sad and preventable fate.  I count myself 
among that unfortunate demographic and trust that many in the City Council seating area 
tonight will share this trait with me.  I’m hopeful that each and every one of our local officials 
will show that they support science and compassion tonight in support of this important piece 
of legislation.
