The goal of this Project is to: Award multiple contracts for Professional Land Surveying Services to 

support all divisions of the department, including all capital infrastructure, facilities, wastewater 

and transportations portfolios and other City Agencies as necessary.  

 

These professional services are in support of improvements that may include but are not limited to: 

preconstruction services; roadway construction; bridge construction; pavement rehabilitation; bike 

lane construction; signing and striping construction; traffic signal, lighting, and telecommunication 

construction; and storm sewer and sanitary sewer construction.
