Type and Scope of services to be performed:
St. Francis Center has administered Rapid Resolution programming, also commonly called
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Diversion, since 2018. Rapid Resolution is a service model on the spectrum of support that
attempts to prevent people from entering homelessness through timely financial assistance,
mediation with family, friends, and/or landlords, and other problem-solving assistance.

As of August 2020, St. Francis Center had already served the goal count of clients (225) with
diversion services, leveraging nearly all of the budgeted client services funds. Additionally, St.
Francis Center has nearly met the retention goal (75%) at 74% retention rate through Q2,
including 90-95% in Q2. This contract amendment extends service goals and client service
funds to continue operations through the remainder of 2020.
